Data from De administrando imperio covers Hungarian conquest, right after their
arrival to the Carpathian plain and to the territories they settled. In order to describe the area
of their inhabitance, author used well known facts and clear geographical marks. Territory
defined in that manner encompassed modern Vojvodina, so an opinion was brought out
in scientific literature that it was also included in the area of early Hungarian inhabitance.

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PORPHYROGENITUS® BORDERS ON ISTER
AND HUNGARIAN CONQUEST PERIOD FINDS IN VOJVODINA

Chapter XL of De administrando imperio of the Byzantine emperor Constanti-
nus Porphyrogenitus is dedicated to the inhabitance of Hungarians into Pannonian
plain. This part of emperor's writing are of utter importance for the history of Hun-
garians and their neighbours, so it drew the attention of scholars for a long time.
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However in many aspects the data givven by archaeology were not adequately used.
Therefor it seems important to reevaluate available archaeological material consider-
ing Vojvodina as the part of Pannonian plain in modern Serbia.

Finds from the graves typical for the period of Hungarian conquest in northern
Banat and Backa testify that the newly arrived tribes are present in this area from the
10™ century. Based on the typical funerary rites and grave inventories, it was possi-
ble to extract the horizon of funerals tied to the apparition of the steppic-nomade
population, which arrived from the northern Black Sea region. Their chronological
determination is made by the grave finds, since the coins can be found in graves only
in later phase.

The arrangement of sites with typical ancient Hungarian finds clearly shows
that the Tisa valley was the main course of conquest and inhabiting, while the course
of the Danube was less used. Geographically observed, the appearance of warrior
graves, with the exception of Batajnica and maybe Futog, can be traced north from
Apatin in Backa and Novi Becej in Banat. Similar image can be seen when considering
the distribution of other typical finds. The majority of sites is found in the northern
part of Tisa valley in Banat and Bac¢ka and this group of necropolises can without any
doubts be tied to the related numerous sites around the confluence of Maros (Mures)
river on both banksides of the river Tisa in Hungary, where they clearly testify about
the area of intensive inhabiting of ancient Hungarian population.

According to the available data, the sites in northern Vojvodina are the south-
ernmost part of intensive Hungarian inhabitation, while the image is completely dif-
ferent further south. However, since the available data are not completely reliable,
this conclusion is only to be confirmed. For now, it seems that the exception is the
necropolis in Batajnica, but we must still wait for final publication. According to data
given by Constantine Porphyrogenitus, Srem was a part of the territory ruled by Hun-
garians. When considering modern Banat, there are some opinions that Glad's terri-
tories suffered the least from Hungarian conquest and were finally conquered after the
break of Achtum's rule at the beginning of the 11" century. The possibility must not
be excluded that this area, even after Glad's surrender, retained some semi-depen-
dant status, unlike those areas west of the Tisa ruled by Salan, that were incorporated
within the territory under the direct Hungarian governance.
