RESCUE ARCHAEOLOGICAL
INVESTIGATIONS ALONG
THE HIGHWAY E75

The largest rescue archaeological exca-
vations conducted in Serbia since the project
‘Derdap 2’ commenced at the end of August
2011 and focused on the route of E75 highway,
the section between Grabovnica and Levosoje.
The investigations in 2011 and 2012 were carried
out by the Institute of Archaeology in Belgrade
and the Department of Archaeology, Faculty of
Philosophy in Belgrade. From 2013 onwards the
development-led investigations were conducted
solely by the Institute of Archaeology. The fund-
ing for the entire project was provided by Kori-
dori Srbije Ltd.

Between 2011 and 2014, within about 75
km-long section of the highway in the expropri-
ated zone that was, on average, 35-40 m wide, 35
archaeological sites of different types, size and
chronological attribution were investigated. Al-
together an area of about 3 ha was explored over
this period. Although on the whole the investiga-
tions produced numerous and highly important
results, excavations at some of the sites did not
yield the expected outcomes. More precisely,
at several smaller sites where the initial survey
registered some surface finds the archaeological
excavations did not reveal the expected cultural
layers; only pedo-geological deposits were en-
countered here. It is thus assumed that the noted
archaeological finds arrived at these locations as
a result of erosion and re-distribution of the mate-
rial from areas that are outside the expropriated
land, that is, outside the zone endangered by the
highway construction.

Special attention and energy of the teams
of specialists were directed towards the investi-
gations of certain sites for which previous knowl-
edge suggested they would require large-scale
and long-term excavations. Among the prehistor-
ic sites, observed from the north to the south of
the section, those were the following: Meaniste
in Ranutovac, Donje Vranje 1 and Donje Vran-

je 2 in Vranje, and Kovacke Njive, Cukar and
Gumniste in Pavlovac. Among the sites from the
Antiquity, those sites were Kamenitica, PazariSte
and Carski Drum in Mala Kopasnica, as well
as Crkviste and Gradiste in Davidovac. In the
course of the investigations, modern research
methodology was applied. A number of samples
were collected for a range of different analyses
of which most have been completed and the re-
sults are partly or fully presented in this volume.

A very large quantity of artefacts was en-
countered during the excavations. Some of them
are of notable culture-historical and artistic val-
ue and will significantly enrich the collections of
the relevant museums in Leskovac and Vranje;
our hope is that very soon they will be presented
to the wider audience. From the scientific and
scholarly perspectives, this project supplied Ser-
bian archaeology with incredibly valuable ma-
terials and information. Their systematic study
and interpretation will certainly contribute to
the comprehensive reconstruction of life of the
communities that during prehistory and the pe-
riod of Roman supremacy occupied this impor-
tant route of communication that connects the
Central Balkans with the Vardar valley and the
North Aegean.

RESCUE EXCAVATIONS
AT THE DAVIDOVAC—
CRKVISTE SITE'

Abstract: In 2011, remains of a settlement from the
Early Iron Age, as well as parts of a Late Antique cem-
etery, were discovered in the village of Davidovac, at
the Crkviste site. An area of ca. 1.4 hectares was inves-
tigated, in which the remains of two rectangular hous-
es and six pits in the eastern periphery of a prehistoric
settlement were discovered. Also investigated was the
northeastern periphery of a Late Antique cemetery,
whose central part is located in the area of the modern-
day cemetery surrounding the church of St. George.
The cemetery, comprising two masonry tombs and
nine graves, belongs to a large Late Antique settlement,
whose remains are discovered southeast of Crkviste, at
the Davidovac-GradiSte-Southwest stretch.

Keywords: Davidovac, Crkviste, Early Iron Age,
settlement, Late Antiquity, cemetery, osteological
material, fluorosis.

THE LOCATION OF THE SITE

The site of Crkviste in Davidovac is some
9.5 km south of Vranje. It is located in the al-
luvial plain of the Vranje-Bujanovac valley, on
a low flat hillock, at an altitude of around 400
meters, on a slope facing east, towards the South
Morava valley, some 650 meters away.? Crkviste
is situated in the northeastern part of the village
of Davidovac and includes the area around the
church of St. George and the present-day village
cemetery.

PREVIOUS ARCHAEOLOGICAL
EVIDENCE

Finds of material culture in the area of
Davidovac-Crkviste, or Davidovac-Northeast,
as some authors call it,> were written about be-
fore, mostly in the 1960s, following highway
construction in 1961, but also after an archaeo-
logical field survey conduct-
ed in 2002.* The published
data are related to finds from
- the Roman and Late Antique
' periods, mostly remains of
masonry graves and vaulted
tombs and a small number of
small archaeological finds,
such as indeterminate Roman
coins from one of the tombs®
and a crossbow bronze fibula,
dated to the second half of the
fourth century.® Local inhab-
itants were also a source of
information, since they used to come across the
Roman graves while digging in and around the
church courtyard, as well as when working their
fields or building houses and other structures in
this part of the village.

Apart from that, registered not far from
Crkviste, at the GradisSte site, in the southwestern
part of the village and in the area of Davidovac-
Southwest, which spreads through the rest of
Gradiste towards the southwestern periphery of
the village on the valley of the South Morava,’
were the remains of material culture from the
Bronze and Iron Ages and Roman and Late An-
tique periods. In addition to prehistoric finds,
most of which were dated to the Early Iron Age,?
also registered were parts of buildings from the
Roman period, remains of a masonry tomb and
a Roman well, two lead sarcophagi, while small

finds included two silver statuettes of Jupiter,
coins of Constantius Chlorus (293-306) and
Maximinus Daia (305-313),” a hoard containing
13 gold coins from the fourth century,'® bronze
fibulae (2™-4" ¢.), bronze jewelry and appliques
(314" ¢.), lead weights and lead seals (374t
c.), Early Byzantine buckles and other objects.!!

INVESTIGATIONS IN 2011

The latest archaeological investigations in
Davidovac were undertaken in 2011, in an area
threatened by the construction of the new route
of Highway E75 along Corridor 10. Following a
public tender, excavations were entrusted to the
Institute of Archaeology in Belgrade.'? The in-
vestigations lasted over an uninterrupted period
of about three and a half months, from the end
of August until the beginning of December. Dur-
ing this period, the sites of Crkviste, Utrine and
Podvadu were investigated (Fig. 1).

In order to facilitate documenting the ar-
chaeological situation, and due to the fact that
this area was intersected by the old highway and
a local road, it was decided before the excava-
tions commenced to divide the excavation area
into smaller sectors. The site of Crkviste was
divided into four sectors (northern, western,
eastern and southern), and the area of Utrine and
Podvadu into two (western and eastern) (Fig. 1).

The presence of archaeological remains
and traces of material culture was confirmed
only at Crkviste, predominantly in the northern,
western and southern sectors of the site. At the
sites of Utrine and Podvadu, where sondage was
performed, there were no archaeological finds.
However, the remains of an Early Iron Age
settlement were discovered in the western and
southern sectors of Crkviste. A prehistoric hori-
zon from this period was registered in the north-
ern sector as well, while in the eastern sector of
Crkviste atypical fragments of prehistoric pot-
tery were found, but out of context and in small
numbers. It is therefore believed that the frag-
ments were brought to this area due to erosion.'
In addition to the Early Iron Age finds from the

Early Iron Age settlement
In the investigated part of the prehistoric
settlement (Crkviste — western and southern sec-
tors), dated to the period between the eleventh
and ninth centuries BC, several closed units were
discovered, comprising two houses and six pits

(Fig. 2). The presence of the remains of a cultural
layer from the same period was also confirmed in
the northern sector of Crkviste. On this basis, it
was established that this part of the investigated
prehistoric settlement represented its eastern pe-
riphery and that, judging by the configuration of
the terrain; it was oriented along the northwest—
southeast axis. On the basis of aforementioned
finds and the absence of traces of material culture
from the period north of the northern sector of
Crkviste, it may be assumed that the settlement
ended somewhere in this area."”

One house and five pits were investigat-
ed in the western and one house and one pit in
the southern sector. Houses (Structures 4 and
6) were above the ground, with a shallow dug-
in construction of a rectangular base and with
floors and walls made of daub. The discovered
houses were differently oriented. One (Structure
4) was oriented along the northeast—southwest
axis and the other (Structure 6) along the east-
west axis. Precise dimensions were established
for the house in the southern sector (2.9 x 1.85
m), while the dimensions of the other house re-
main undetermined. Found on the floor of these
structures were fragments of daub, as well as
fragments of pottery, and also a bone tool (Struc-
ture 4). Along the northern, eastern and south-
ern sides of the floor of the house in the south-
ern sector were postholes. The pits (Structures
1-3, 5, 7-8), which, it is assumed, along with
the houses were part of a homestead and were
mostly used for storing food, were cylindrical or
conical in shape. They were all located outside
of the houses, in their vicinity, with only one dis-
covered in the north-eastern corner of Structure
4, under the floor of a slightly later date. The pit
has a round base (Structure 5). Fragments of pot-
tery of the same style and type as those found on
the floor of the house were found in the pit, as
well as animal bones and a ceramic token. One
pit was covered with a large hewn stone block,
while on the bottom of the pit, marked as Struc-
ture 2, a large number of finds were discovered,
indicating that it used to be some sort of storage,
which was later used as a waste dump.'®

The most common among the small finds
are fragments of pottery (Figs. 3-4). With the
exception of the material originating from the
pit (Structure 1) covered with the hewn stone
block (pots adorned with decorative strips and
barbotine), the shapes of other vessels are near-
ly identical. The majority of them are bowls,
mostly pieces with inverted, faceted or slanting
fluted rims, of brown, gray or black firing color
and with burnished or semi-burnished surfaces.
Much less frequent are hemispherical bowls,
whereas conical shapes were documented in
only one example. The most numerous finds
after bowls are those of amphorae with a sharp
transition from neck to belly mostly decorated
with fluting and amphorae with wide everted
and fluted rims. There are also hemispherical
cups, beakers and pots. The most common or-
nament on the vessels is fluting. Imprints made
with dentate implements and incision are also
common, whilst engraving is rare. There are
also other objects made of fired clay (coil-shaped
weights, burnishers, a spindle whorl, a token),
but also a fragment of a bone plate, a bone tool,
chipped stone tools and one small hoop made of
bronze.

The shapes of pottery found at Crkviste
belong to Phases Ib and Ic of the Morava Val-
ley group, confirmed in the basin of the Great
Morava river, and the horizon of fluted ceram-
ics or the earlier phase of the Early Iron Age in
the lower course of the South Morava river. As
for the rest of the finds, a more precise dating
can be provided for the small bronze hoop and
coil-shaped weights, as they are very common at
Early Iron Age sites."”

Late Antique cemetery
The remains of a Late Antique cem-
etery were discovered in the northern sector
of Crkviste. They comprise two vaulted tombs
and nine masonry graves (Fig. 5). The investi-
gated part of the cemetery represents its north-
eastern periphery, as confirmed by the absence

lished papers,'® as well as testimonies of local
inhabitants, it was concluded that the cemetery
spread towards the west and southwest and that
its central part was in the area of the modern-
day cemetery surrounding the church of St.
George.

Most of the tombs and graves discovered
had been devastated. They were oriented along
the southwest-northeast axis, with slight de-
viations towards the north and south.!” The best
preserved are the masonry tombs (Figs. 6—10)
and Grave 9 (Figs. 11-12), from which skeletal
remains of the deceased were unearthed. There
were no grave goods or other small archacologi-
cal finds in any of the tombs or graves.

The tombs are vaulted and masonry struc-
tures of rectangular bases (Figs. 7, 10). They

x 1.87-2.03 m, and 2.06 x 1.08 m, respectively.
The wall of the tombs was around 0.40 m and
0.45 m wide. The tombs were coated with whit-
ish mortar on the inside. The paving of the tombs
consisted of nine bricks, four of them square and
five rectangular. Some of the bricks bear con-
centric circles, spiral ornaments or the motif of
crossed lines. The vaults of the tombs were made
of rectangular bricks, joined together with mud
and mortar. In both cases, the bricked-in entrance
to the tomb was located on the northeastern
wall. A threshold, made from a large square
hypocaust brick, was discovered outside the
entrance to Tomb I. Inside the tombs, a large
number of dislocated human bones were dis-
covered. Around 0.20 m southeast of Tomb
II, a shallow pit of 0.65 m in diameter was
found. In addition to large pieces of stone, it
contained a small number of fragments of pot-
tery and animal bones.?

Of the nine graves investigated in this
part of the cemetery, the only entirely pre-
served one was Grave 9 (Figs. 11-12). Its top
section is two meters long and 0.90 m wide,
whereas the bottom and narrower section is
0.62 m wide. This grave is a simple pit, but
with a cover made of tegulae. Some of the te-
gulae bear circular motifs. A complete human
skeleton was discovered in the grave.?!

Most other graves were either robbed
or disturbed for some other reason. In most
cases, the best preserved parts are the floor
and lateral sides (Graves 2—7), while the cover
rarely survives (Graves 3 and 7). In the case
of Grave 1, only the floor has survived, while
Grave 8 has been completely destroyed. 7Tegu-
lae of different sizes (43 x 33 x 3.4 cm, 4748
x 34-35 x 4-5 cm) were commonly used to build
the graves. They sometimes bear concentric cir-
cular or spiral motifs. There are also rectangu-
lar bricks of two sizes (33-34 x 25-26 x 4.5 cm
and 33 x 31-34 x 4-5 cm), bearing the motif of
crossed lines. Stone was only sporadically used

in grave construction. The floor of the graves
was usually covered with tegulae (Graves 1, 2,
3). In the case of Grave 1, fragments of tegulae
were placed in two rows. The exception is Grave
4, which was paved with bricks, while its lateral
sides were lined with vertically placed tegulae.
The lateral sides of the graves were built from te-
gulae (Grave 3), bricks (Graves 2, 5), and stone
(Grave 2). Covers, which have survived in rare
cases, were made from fegulae (Graves 3 and 6)
or bricks (Grave 7).2

Archaeological finds in the
Late Antique horizon
Inside the graves investigated, no grave
goods or other objects were discovered that could
help with the dating of the cemetery. However,
objects were found in the layer covering this ho-

rizon, based on which it was possible to identify
the upper chronological time limit for the use of
this cemetery. Aside from sporadic fragments
of Late Antique ceramics, three bronze coins
were found along with an iron bow fibula of the
Viminacium-Novae type (Fig. 14/4), a two-piece
bronze object (Fig. 14/1) and an iron nail.* Two
of the three Roman coins were minted in the
second half of the fourth century, one of them
dated to the time of Valens (364 —378). Based
on comparatively frequent finds of bow fibulae
of the Viminacium-Novae type with a spiral end,
such as our piece, in the territory of Serbia, S.
Petkovi¢ dates most of them to the second half of
the fourth and the first half of the fifth century.?*
However, the other variant of this type is dated
even later.”

In addition to the northern sector, where
the remains of a Late Antique cemetery were in-
vestigated, discovered in the southern and west-
ern parts of Crkviste were the remains of an inde-
terminate architectural structure and two Late An-
tique pits. The most important among the small
archaeological finds were fragments of pottery
from the fourth century, Roman bronze coins with
the inscription VRBS ROMA, minted between
330 and 335, an iron buckle (Fig. 14/5), a chisel,
a leather punch, a fragmented iron knife (Fig.
14/3), several iron nails, a cramp, a rectangular
stone palette (Fig. 14/2), a whetstone (Fig. 14/6)
and a piece of a grindstone.?® With the exception
of the coins, none of the other finds can be as-
signed a precise date. Namely, the small square-
shaped buckle, used to fasten footwear?” or vari-
ous straps on women’s clothing,”® was common
throughout Late Antiquity, as was the chisel.”

adult female, aged 25-28, a male juvenile indi-
vidual, aged 15-22, and a fetus.>* The bones of
the fetus were not discovered in their anatomical
position, nor within the area of the pelvic bones
of the female individual. However, since it was
not customary to bury a fetus in the family tomb,
it may be assumed that the female individual
buried in the tomb was probably pregnant at the
time of death.

Numerous paleopathological changes
have been observed in the bones of these in-
dividuals (tooth diseases: abrasion, caries and
parodontopathy — PL I, 1, joint diseases, bone
fissures and fractures, bone tumors, etc.). Natu-
rally, the most dominant are joint diseases:*' os-
teoarthritis (in all adult males), Schmorl’s nodes
(PL. II) and rheumatoid arthritis in the male aged
35-45.3

During the investigation of the inside of
the robbed Tomb II, dislocated remains of four
deceased persons were found: of an adult male,
aged ca. 45 (stature 181 £ 5 cm), a male juvenile
individual, aged 16-20 (stature 164 + 4 cm), an
adult female, aged 35-45, and a juvenile/adult
individual, of indeterminate sex, aged 18-24.%

Numerous paleopathological changes
have been observed in the bones of these indi-
viduals (tooth diseases: abrasion, caries, periapi-
cal cystic cavities and parodontopathy — PI. I,
2-6), joint diseases, bone fissures and fractures,
diseases caused by blood disorders, fluorosis,
etc.).* The predominant disorder among these
individuals is also joint diseases: osteoarthritis
(in all adult individuals), and Schmorl’s nodes
(in the male individual aged ca. 45).

A complete skeleton of an adult male
aged 35—40 at the time of death was discovered
in Grave 9, but in a very poor state of preserva-

tion.»® Marks of injuries and osteoarthritis were
observed in the bones of this individual.

FINAL OBSERVATIONS

During the rescue archaeological excava-
tions at the Davidovac-Crkviste site, two strati-
graphic horizons were documented. The earlier
horizon comprises the remains of an Early Iron
Age settlement (northern, western and southern
sectors), while the later horizon comprises parts
of a Late Antique cemetery (northern sector).

On the basis of similar architectural re-
mains discovered at Krzince near Vladi¢in Han,
Hisar in Leskovac and in the Early and Late
Iron Age settlements at Gradina in Bosut and
Kalakaca, as well as on account of the finds of
numerous fragments of fluted ceramics, the pre-
historic settlement at Crkviste in Davidovac has
been dated approximately to the period Ha A2-
Ha B2, that is between the eleventh and ninth
centuries BC. Settlements from the said period
with similar structures are widespread along the
South Morava river, in the area between Bujano-
vac and Grdelica Gorge. In this respect, it is also
important to mention the site of Gradiste in Da-
vidovac, where, during the rescue excavations,
among other things, a horizon from the Early
Iron Age was discovered, which indicates its
significance and the extent to which the area was
populated in this period.*

The remains of the Late Antique cem-
etery discovered in the northern sector of
Crkviste, above the horizon dated to the Early
Iron Age, can only be tentatively dated on the
basis of grave construction, the manner of
burial and the small number of archaecological
finds in the layer immediately above it. Simi-
lar tombs have been discovered in Sirmium,*’
Macvanska Mitrovica,*® dated to the fourth and

fifth centuries, Viminacium,* in Antique Nais-
sus, in the area of Jagodin Mala, dated from the
fourth to the sixth century,” and Kolovrat near
Prijepolje.*! The small number of the afore-
mentioned finds include two pieces of Roman
coins, one of them minted during the reign of
the Emperor Valens (364-378), and a fibula of
the Viminacium—Novae type, with geographi-
cally close analogies dated to the second half of
the fourth and the first half of the fifth century.*
Owing to these facts and the earlier archacologi-
cal evidence,® part of the investigated cemetery
at Crkviste may roughly be dated to the fourth
and fifth centuries.

An analysis of the available skeletal re-
mains has shown that there were ten individuals
buried in the investigated part of the cemetery:
six male individuals (categories: Juvenilis —
two; Adultus 11 — two; Maturus 1 — one and Se-
nilis — one), two female individuals (categories:
Adultus 1 and Adultus 11) and two individuals of
indeterminate sex (categories: Fetus and Juveni-
lis). Due to the fact that there are few skeletons
in a good state of preservation, it is not possible
to draw any conclusions about the paleodemo-
graphic structure of the population that inhabited
this area in Late Antiquity. A point of interest is
the appearance of fluorosis in the male individ-
ual from Tomb II, aged ca. 45. As for the other
individuals no such changes are evident in the
bones. This is actually the first such case record-
ed at archaeological sites in our region. This in-
dividual is highly unlikely to have been exposed
in this area to the amount of fluorine sufficient
to cause the disease. In view of the fact that it
takes at least 15-20 years before the symptoms

start to show,* it may be concluded that he was
probably a foreigner.

The results obtained at the investigated
part of the cemetery at the Davidovac-Crkviste
site, along with the archaeological finds in the
neighboring area of the GradiSte-Southwest
site,* including parts of a third century Roman
settlement with thermae, the remains of the Ro-
man Via militaris, parts of a Roman cemetery
with cremated remains of the Mala Kopasnica-
Sase I type from the second and third centuries,
the remains of a Late Antique settlement and a
cemetery with graves of the cist type dated to the
fourth and fifth centuries, and an Early Byzan-
tine grave of a warrior from the first half of the
seventh century,* are indicative of the existence
in this area in the Roman and Late Antique peri-
ods of a large settlement and a large number of
cemeteries that developed along the aforemen-
tioned Roman road.
