Abstract: In this paper a group of Early Neolithic altars from the site of Paviovac-Cukar
is presented. Their main features are U-shaped legs and decoration in the form of tri-
nagles, roughly executed or formed by applying unusual techniques. Analysis of forming
and ornamental techniques, especially in the case of one specimen of extremely careless
finishing, revealed the need for posing completely new questions related to artisan s skill,
technological tradition, knowledge transfer and identity, so important in research of tran-
sition from Early/Middle to Late Neolithic.

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STARCEVO ALTARS FROM THE SITE OF PAVLOVAC-CUKAR:
NEW QUESTIONS IN NEOLITHIC ARCHAEOLOGY

Summary

Altars found at the site of Pavlovac-Cukar near Vranje (south Serbia)
during rescue excavations in 2011 share several common attributes: with
exception of one specimen, all of them exhibit U-shaped legs (fig. 1¢) decorated
with deep fluted lines. At the same time, they are characterized by considerable
diversity. Ceramic paste and surface finishing vary from typical Early Neolithic
fabric with great quantities of organic matter (chaff) and burnished surface with
slip of'red color to fabric with exclusively mineral inclusions, burnished grayish
surfaces without slip, resembling to typical Late Neolithic (Vin¢a) ceramics.
They are decorated with similar motifs (series of tirangles with a vertical line in
the middle), executed by using differeent techniques - incising (fig. 2) and fluting
(fig. 1). This motif is very similar to so-called Kerbchnitt, series of zigzags or
hanging triangles in relief, typical for Early Neolithic StarCevo altars, so it is
inevitable to consider the possibility that these motifs are imitation of Kerbchnitt
ornaments. At the same time, there is considerable variability present in the
form of doubled lines (fig. 4), or even spirals or meanders (fig. 3), suggesting
possibility that artisan had certain freedom in the choice of motifs.

One altar specificalyy stands out. It is made in “traditional” form of a
receptacle set on a “table” with four legs (fig. 7a-b). The most striking feature
of this specimen is its rough, careless execution: it is asymetrical, with no
removal of excess clay left after forming. Design in the form of triangles in relief
is equally unsuccesfully made: by using unsuitable tool, artisan made series of
irregular triangles. Imression of unexperienced artisan is also given by another
altar: Kerbchnitt ornaments are made by pressing some kind of tool, but the
impressions are unequal and shallow, resulting with a design so far from step-like
or zigzag form (fig. 6). This roughly executed decoration indicates inexperience
of the artisan and lack of technical knowledge and understanding of traditional
symbolic meaning of the motifs.
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Summarizing all these observations, many questions arise:

- Does the choice of different techniques for executing the same motifs and
careless manufacture of some altars indicate artisan’s unfamiliarity with a certain
tradition, absence of ideal models or their poorly made imitation?

- Does the variability in designs and techniques applied indicate incorporation of
some other, new tradition into an existing one?

- Does the introduction of new motifs, such as spirals and meanders, in the rigid
traditional design in the form of hanging triangles mean lack of control and social
pressure in knowledge transmission, thus encouraging artisans to experiment and
innovate? And finally:

- Who were, actually, artisans? Novices in the craft or some newcomers ignorant
with local traditions?

It must be pointed out that all of the altars presented in this paper were
found in the layers with mixed StarCevo and Vinc¢a material. Also, it must not
be forgotten that many authors agree that continuity between Early and Late
Neolithic altars existed. Although it is not possible to precisely date our finds,
they can help in uderstanding of certain aspects of transition of Early/Middle to
Late Neolithic. This is supported by the fact that hybridization of Early and Late
Neolithic features is already noted in Cukar pottery.

Analysis of Cukar altars revealed that their importance is not reflected
only in identification of possible cult and ceremonial activities and their contents,
or understanding of symbolic communication and Neolithic visual culture.
Moreover, it is posiible to define a completely new problem, putting people, i.e.
their makers, in the focus of research. Therefore, their importance in the study of
various aspects of identity must be stressed, especially in resolving issues related
to the process of transition from Early/Middle to Late Neolithic.
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
