The silver fibula of the “Scharnier” type on the cover was found in the surrounding of Sombor.
It is dated to the second half of the 4th century B.C. It was found in a grave or a hoard to-
gether with three silver fibulae of the same type and four bracelets of silver sheet. It is now in
the Natural History Museum in Vienna. The fibula belongs to the last development phase of
“Scharnier” fibulae — the variant Curug — which was produced under Greek influence in the
territory of present day Vojvodina (North Serbia).

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THE HEAVENLY CITY ON ATHOS
Summary

The historical role of Cassander, son of Antipater, is well known and frequently
discussed by the historians of the early Hellenistic age. He was a usurper of the Ma-
cedonian throne, who brutally eliminated the family of Alexander the Great (marrying
a sister of his nonetheless) and established a strong though unpopular and oppressive
regime. In spite of his abilities, successes and cruelty, his dynasty barely survived his
death, being just a brief episode linking the longer lasting rules of the houses of Ar-
geads and Antigonids. This, however, is only one of many aspects of his reign, for
this capable usurper-king is also credited as a city-builder on a grand scale. He was
known as the restorer of the Boeotian Thebes, and the founder of large and successful
cities of Thessalonica and Cassandrea, as well as the small town of Antipatrea in II-
lyria. But, it is rarely commented upon (or even mentioned) that during his reign
another significant settlement was founded, a city of a strange name — Uranopolis
(Ovpavomorg, “The Heavenly City”).

The evidence for the foundation and history of this city is exceedingly scarce
and fragmentarys; it is composed of several minor snippets by some ancient authors,
as well as of some late 4th century BC silver and bronze coins believed to be minted
in Uranopolis (though the authenticity of some of the coins is not beyond doubt). Stra-
bo, following Demetrius of Scepsis, informs us that the city was founded by Alexar-
chus, brother of Cassander, in the vicinity of the canal dug by Xerxes in the early 5th
century BC, and that the length of its walls was thirty stadia (ca. 5, 5 km). Pliny the
Elder confirms that the city lay near the Xerxes’ canal, together with four other set-
tlements. He also implies that the city existed in his own time (though it was suggested
that this is a distortion caused by Pliny’s habitual usage of obsolete sources). Athenaeus
of Naucratis confirms Alexarchus as the founder, adding that he invented a strange
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new language. Clement of Alexandria claims that Alexarchus was a scholar
(ypoppatikdc) who titled himself as the Sun. Plutarch shows that he had some rather
esoteric views on the matters of cult and mythology.

This modest body of evidence gave rise to some unnecessarily complex and
over-bold hypotheses. Among other explanations, the foundation of Uranopolis was
depicted as an attempt to create a utopian community (presumably, the only one of
its kind in the Antiquity), influenced by the earlier Greek utopian literature. Alterna-
tively, it was said to be an original creation that inspired the writings of Euhemerus
and Jambulus. Or, contrary to the previous suggestions, that it was itself influenced
by the early ideas of Euhemerus. It was even claimed to be a world state in the mic-
rocosm, a cosmopolitan paradise based on ideas of the brotherhood and unity of
mankind, allegedly proposed by Alexander the Great in the later years of his life.
Alexarchus’ thoughts and behavior were also explained as consequences of some
mental illness, while his city was described as essentially a cult-like community, a
sect organized around its charismatic (or insane) teacher.

So many wonderful ideas, based on such small scraps of evidence! Not only that
none of the mentioned explanations can be considered as proven, but not one of them
is very likely and some are positively preposterous. No ancient source suggests or
implies that Alexarchus was a social reformer of any kind, or that he ruled (or even
lived) in Uranopolis. There is, also, no suggestion that Uranopolis had special insti-
tutions or social organization, or that it was anything but a normal Greek polis. The
only argument to support the utopian interpretations is a possible connection between
Alexarchus and the Hellenistic author Euhemerus of Messina who was, if we choose
to believe Diodorus, a courtier and a diplomat in the service of the king Cassander.
However, the claim that Euhemerus himself was a utopian writer or philosopher is
dubious, and has been seriously challenged of late. Another problem with all of the
mentioned explanations is that they assume that Alexarchus was not merely nominal
but the actual founder of the city, and that he was free to do as he choose with his new
community. But any such assumption is unsatisfactory.

Alexarchus’ brother Cassander has the dubious honor of being the most uncom-
promising autocrat of his age. The idea that he would lend a part of his territory and
vast resources to his brother is unsupported by evidence and should be rejected. In
fact, the foundation of Uranopolis and its probable location are best explained in the
context of his policy and the building programme. The position of Uranopolis — so-
mewhere in the far north of the Athos peninsula — is strategically significant. Its po-
sition in the eastern Chalcidice offers a striking parallel to the position of Cassandrea
in the west. Both cities were on the narrowest points of their respective isthmuses.
Both separated the neighboring cities in two groups that, in a case of a widespread
uprising, would have been unable to communicate with each other. This was proposed
as one of the main reasons for the foundation of Cassandrea, and the same reasoning
applies in the case of Uranopolis. Accepting Strabo’s claim on the length of the city
wall circuit (thirty stadia, ca. 5.5 km) would make it a city of the substantial size, with
perhaps several tens of thousands of inhabitants. The creation of such a fortified city was
a vast and expensive state project, not something that was done on a whim, or through
wishes of a rather insignificant individual. The decision to build this settlement, together
with all the significant details (its position, size, general plan, fortifications, form of
government etc.) must have been made by the ruler himself, and not by his eccentric
brother, whatever his role in the foundation process may have been.
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It is often alleged that Uranopolis was a short-lived project, ending with the fall
of the house of Cassander. This assumption is based on the unsubstantiated belief that
it was a special, experimental and utopian — and therefore fragile — community, which
could only survive under special conditions and with extensive external support. Sin-
ce the idea of some special character of Uranopolis should be discarded, the same
goes for its early disappearance. It was said that it probably was a major synoecism
like other great cities of Cassander, and that we have some examples of unsuccessful
synoecisms that break up after a short time. The second claim is true, the first one
highly likely, but if we decide to look to other foundations of Cassander for comparison,
we will see that they were highly successful and durable. Thessalonica, Cassandrea
and the restored Thebes all became important, large and durable cities; Thessalonica
remained the largest city of the northern Aegean for the past two millennia. Even the
small Antipatrea in southern Illyria, founded in the region held by Cassander’s forces
for a very short time (two years at most) survived on its own for well over a century,
until it was sacked by the Roman troops during the Second Macedonian War. Even if
we choose to disregard the claim of Pliny who implies that the city existed in his own
time, the early disappearance of Uranopolis should not be assumed without new positive
evidence. There is always a possibility that city continued to exist under a different name.
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
