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ON THE PREVAILING COMPREHENSION OF CULTURE
IN THE ORGANIZATION THEORY

Abstract

Elements of the prevailing comprehension of culture in the organization
theory have been presented in the paper. This conception has been
explained by the features of the organization theory itself - as a scientific
discipline and a profession, and more accurately by its dominantly
applied character. Economic globalization and internationalization
of business operations had been key motives for the development of
this discipline over the last decades. The perception of organization as
an open system has introduced the concept of culture in theory and in
research, enabling the development of actions and practices for creating
more effective and efficient organizations (mainly economic). The non-
scientific impetus for the development of this discipline has also been
the main reason for somewhat simplified and insufficiently deliberated
comprehension and research operationalization of the notion of culture
in contemporary organization theory.
