The Impact of Migration on Demographic Processes
in the Region of Former Yugoslavia

Population trends in this century indicate that demographic homogenization takes
place in the region of former Yugoslavia. Besides the cohesion factors of historical and
cultural origin, those of geographical grounds have become relevant again in contempo-
rary migration flows in the region. It seems that, in addition to the similar demographic
processes, the successor states of former Yugoslavia could experience common migration
trends in the future. The central issues of the paper are as follows: What are the chances
of such an outcome in demographic terms, and how migration can affect the demo-
graphic change of the successor states?

The current migrant corridor across the territory of the former Yugoslavia could
be a predecessor of the long-term regular inflow. Given the forecasts of unfavorable de-
mographic trends for this century, while assuming the economic recovery of the entire
region, together with the less pronounced selectivity of migration legislation in relation
to Western European countries, the region net emigration could reverse to net immigra-
tion by the mid-century.

The projection model used for the 2015 UN World Population Prospects has been
exploited to result in a methodologically consistent set of future net migration (with a
range of probabilities) necessary for maintaining the current size and age structure of the
population for each of the successor states. It is certain that the ethnic composition of the
region will be substantially affected by the new migration inflows induced by reduction
and aging of the domicile populations as there is no sufficient empirical evidence to sup-
port the thesis of long-term emigration.

Migrations, Social Movements and Solidarity

In this paper, authors examine the most important characteristics of the relation-
ship between the contemporary social movements, institutions and elites towards migra-
tion, especially in Europe, which is desired destination for most migrants. An explana-
tion of these phenomena, its description and understanding requires interdisciplinary
approach. Sociology, economy and political science in this matter have an important
place. The authors presume that modern migrations are a logical consequence of major
global and geopolitical changes that affect the events in the EU and in the countries on
the periphery of Europe. Attitude towards migrants is socially and historically deter-
mined, and the most powerful countries in the center of the capitalist system have the
major influence towards contemporary migration. Societies on the semi-periphery of
Europe, especially those outside EU, have a smaller degree of social power to create an
independent migrant policy. Serbia is a country on the ,Balkan route®, outside the EU,
and on the semi-periphery of the world capitalist system. Serbia’s attitude towards migra-
tion is mainly determined by foreign factors, while the importance of local social move-
ments is marginal. In the first part of the article, authors present the most important
causes and consequences of the neoliberal concept of globalization in the countries of
capitalist center and semi-periphery (economic growth, political, social, religious, ethnic
and regional inequalities and conflicts). The second part of this text is devoted to the
sociological and political analysis of the essence of social movements and social parties
in Europe (social values, level of organization, and influence on political and social life).
The third part of the paper contains the results of research on the relationship of the
right and left social movements to the actual migration. At the end, authors conclude:
migrants are usually deprived of the right to life, freedom of movement and solidarity.
These are not only “European’, but also civilizational value.

Forced Migrations and Their Social Implications

Migrations are as old as human history. They can be classified based on multiple
criteria. Subject of this paper are the forced migration that can be caused by natural
disasters as well as the application of physical force, by other social actors (social groups,
people, governments, legal and illegal armed formations, etc.). In recent years, there has
been an increasing trend in the number of forced migrants leaving their homes under
pressure due to the armed conflicts. Certain social patterns of the forced migrations are
being amended with the increasing number of migrants. While the earlier ones took
place at shorter distances, new ones are increasingly taking place at longer distances.
Altered patterns of forced migrations placed new problems on the agenda. First of all,
we have here in mind the problems with the adaptation of newcomers to the new envi-
ronment, as well as the problems with their acceptance by the local population and also
the problems with state governments of destination countries. The obstacles that are
placed in front of the migrants are mostly cultural differences, lack of language skills and
often a lack of education and professional knowledge on the basis of which they could
be involved in the work process. In recent years, the religious differences are present
and often associated with religious extremism, therefore the migrants find it difficult to
accept the habits of the population in countries where they ask for residence permit or
seek political asylum.

Globalization and Contemporary Migrations

The process of globalization can be seen as one of the most important factors of
the end of the last century to the present day, that impact on the dynamics of migratory
movements. The process of globalization in the second half of the 20th century led to
greater transnationalization of the world, relativization of state sovereignty, relativization
of the state borders, to general territorial, trade, political and cultural integration and
interdependence. These connections and interdependence emerged as a result of techno-
logical and information revolution, the rise of transnational corporations, transnational
economic powers, supranational political institutions, spreading of industrialism, postin-
dustrialism, the idea of democracy, multiparty system, etc.

In this paper, the impact of globalization on contemporary migratory movements
during the two periods will be analized, which vary according to the economic, cultural,
political lines that were dominant at the global level, but also at the level of suprana-
tional regions in the world. The two phases are as follows: first, since the fall of the
Berlin wall, the collapse of the Warsaw Pact and disintegration of multinational states
of the USSR, Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia, until the outbreak of the global financial crisis
in 2008. Second, since the outbreak of the global financial crises of 2008, to the explo-
sion of migration in recent years. The aim of the work will be to analyze the relation
between globalization as a complex and multidimensional process and migrations, as
well as pointing to the impact of economic, security, political factors integrated into the
process of globalization, on the explosion of migration in recent years.

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Trans-border Migrations and Possibilities of Demographic Renewal of Serbia

Recent trans-continental migrations, which affected Serbia too, raised multiple
questions related not only to provisional admission or accommodation, but also for the
demographic future of Serbia regarding those processes. Apocalyptic predictions on
fresh migrant flows have not come true, as well as attempts at securitization (exaggera-
tion of security risks) have mainly failed, and there are new waves probably forthcoming,
issuing not only from the Middle East. However, it is frequently neglected that the Bal-
kan Peninsula (including Serbia) was always, from the ancient times, in fact a migratory
area, sometimes a transitory one, so its present populational and ethnic composition is
actually a result of earlier movements, which are a sort of a constant of this region.

With a review of geo-political aspects, here will be discussed, first, ethical duties of
Serbia (as an emigrational country) to admit trans-border economic migrants. Economic
migrations rarely ever contribute to a demographic balance in space - they usually ag-
gravate additionally the spatial distribution of population, with a hyperconcentration in
big cities. Objective and subjective capacities for admission will be considered - before
all, capabilities of health, social, economic, residential provision are not ideal, having
in mind to-date economic and general conditions in the country. On the other hand,
receptivity of local inhabitants is certainly higher than in most European countries, but
problems of integration/adaptation also emerge, especially for potential immigrants
from distant cultures.

It will be argued that there is very low probability that the immigration could emend
actual demographic circumstances, i.e. fill the gaps in depopulated regions of Serbia,
for that has not been realized neither after exoduses from ex-Yugoslavian republics and
provinces so far, nor since massive deindustrialization, during which about a million of
industrial workers lost their jobs. Also, a massive influx of refugees or immigrants can
improve the demographic image of an admission country only for a while. Thus, a rea-
sonable policy is necessary, that is, a strategy of reception and would-be accommodation
of immigrants, with a calculation of various (more and less favorable) scenarios.

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Daily Commuting of Female Population in Vojvodina

Contemporary societies are characterized by significant population mobility. Mo-
bility refers to the spatial mobility of people as well as commodities, capital and ideas.
Also, mobility can occurs in various forms - from international to local migrations, from
permanent migrations to daily commuting. Despite the fact that mobility is widespread,
contemporary mobility has not lost one of its basic attributes — selectivity. Selectivity
forms different mobility practices for both individuals and social groups, depending on
macro, mezzo and micro factors.

Numerous sociological and demographic literatures address the issue of differences
in spatial mobility of men and women, both in general mobility and in daily commuting.
The interpretation of those differences is based on concepts of gender regimes and gen-
der contracts, as well as their specifities within the certain type of society (e.g. societies
of semi-periphery).

Consequently, we have analyzed daily commuting of female population in Vojvo-
dina. We have assumed that women are commuting less than men. Also, we have as-
sumed that: a) there are differences in commuting patterns of female population based
on settlement type at the province and county level, b) there are differences in commut-
ing patterns of female workers and female pupils and students and c) there is an increase
in female daily commuting. All of the assumptions have been analyzed based on census
results (2011) and other available data sources (previous census results, previous analy-
sis, etc.).

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Geopolitics and Migration: Migration Industry as an Important Stability/
Instability Factor of the Western Balkan Countries

After the last financial crisis which took place in the end of 2008, a great transfor-
mation in the type of migration in Europe occurred, as well as in the Western Balkan
countries. Intensification of migrations from the countries which appeared macro-eco-
nomically stable before the crisis was followed by the geopolitical change in the Middle
East and North Africa (region of the Mediterranean). In the Western Balkan, especially
in the area of former Yugoslavia, crisis had multiple impacts. On the one side, it has led
to the devastation of some sectors of industry, especially the construction sector, and
caused the move of production to the countries where labor is cheaper. Arab spring was
occuring parallel to the mentioned events, and it further destabilized political geography
of the Middle East. Important role in these events Turkey had, which wasn't destabi-
lized by these events, and it has one of the major roles in the Syrian conflict. Migrations
became a tool for regional pressure and a destabilizing element of the Western Balkan
and its surroundings. On the one hand, due to the war in Libya, central/Mediterranean
route of illegal immigrations moved to the east area of the Mediterranean, on the other,
a great move of population happened due to the Syrian war. This migration flow to-
wards Europe started through the Balkan countries. Althout temporary closed for the
mass movemnts ocross the borders, it still represents a strong poll that can destabilize
countries of the region. The author is addressing migration industry which is of a vital
importance to comprehend this multilayered and complicated situation.

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Migrant Crisis as a “Crisis” of Classical Geopolitics

The tumultuous events on international scene that marked the beginning of a new
millennium have led to a renaissance of geopolitical thought and have awakened interest
in classical geopolitical theory. The terrorist attack on the World Trade Center, the “war
on terror’, US military intervention in Afghanistan and Iraq, the ,rise” of Russia, eco-
nomic boom of China, etc., once again brought to attention theories of Helford Mack-
inder, Nicholas Spykman and other classical geopoliticians. On the other hand, rebirth of
(neo)classical geopolitics was followed by the birth of critical geopolitical thought which
insists on denaturalization of geography. According to advocates of critical geopolitics,
like John Agnew and Gerard O’Tuathail, impact of geographical factors on world politics
cannot be considered as “natural’, but it depends primarily on the understanding of the
geopolitical actors.

The current migrant crisis, caused by the influx of refugees and migrants from Af-
rican, Middle Eastern and Asian countries in the states of Western Europe, can be used
as a powerful argument in favor of critical interpretation of geopolitics. Mass migration
that Europe faces today represents a major challenge for the survival of certain classi-
cal geopolitical conceptions, primarily those which treat geography as a driving force
of international development.

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The Impact of Migration Crisis on Security Policies and Practices of the
Countries on the Balkan Route

Although recorded annual numbers of newly arriving migrants in 2013 and 2014,
when mixed migration flows towards Europe generally took place across the Mediter-
ranean, were unprecedented at that time, they were largely exceeded with the opening of
the land routes. Migration crisis of 2015/2016 was marked by opening of the so-called
Balkan route, through which about seven hundred thousand people have passed over a
period of nearly six months. This recent crisis proved to be a very powerful means of
political mobilization both at domestic level in many countries, in bilateral relations be-
tween different countries, whether transit or destination ones, as well as at the EU level.
Reopening of the Balkan route, which depends primarily on the stability of the agree-
ment between the European Union and Turkey, seems quite certain. Hence it is possible
to notice some changes in different countries which point out to strengthening of the
security approach in relation to humanitarian, which was dominant during the past in-
creased arrival of migrants. Although the general assessment is that migration crisis was
not securitized during 2015/2016, despite the clash between the sovereign right of each
country to control its borders, and equally strong commitment of providing humanitar-
ian assistance for people in need of international protection, there are some increasingly
present practices and narratives that indicate the change of the approach in the case of
reopening of European borders for migrants, mostly from the Middle East. Therefore,
the aim of this paper is to indicate some changes in security policies (not necessarily in
the conceptual documents), practices and competences of individual institutions within
the countries on the Balkan route, which occurred during the past year, which imply
the strengthening of securitization approach, taking into account the specific position of
each country on the route.

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Political and Security Implications of Migration/Refugee Crisis 2015/2016 on
Bilateral Relations between Croatia and Serbia

Starting from the experiences of European countries in solving migration/refugee
crisis, this paper analyzes concepts and approaches in addressing this issue in Croatia
and Serbia. The crisis which escalated in 2015 proved to be a great humanitarian and se-
curity challenge, especially for the countries along the “Balkan route”. In this context, pa-
per analyzes policies of Croatia and Serbia towards migrants/refugees, and the impact of
this issue on their domestic policies, as well as on their bilateral relations. Starting point
in the paper is that the recent migration/refugee crisis presented primarily humanitarian
issue, although there were political actors in both countries which favored securitiza-
tion, which didn’t occur primarily due to the transit character of the migration wave.
Although migration/refugee crisis 2015/2016 was not securitized, in both countries it
was highly politicized, which resulted in a serious breach of bilateral relations. What sig-
nificantly contributed to this situation, were the political processes in both countries in
the context of parliamentary elections. Special emphasis in this article is on the analysis
of factors that influenced the design of Croatian and Serbian policies towards migration/
refugee crisis. Therefore, article points out to some positive and negative experiences
of both countries in addressing migration/refugee crisis. It also includes the analysis of
political and security implications of migration/refugee crisis, especially those which af-
fected changes in Croatian and Serbian national security systems. It also analyzes the
increasing interest of Croatian and Serbian professional and scientific community for
this issue.

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Geopolitics of Middle Eastern Migration

The Analysis of Middle East migrations from 2011 to 2015 - in order to be taken as
relevant, must take into account two main meta-theoretical and epistemological propo-
sitions. First, in the analysis of any social phenomena, understanding should preceed
explanation. Second, modern (programmed) society is not characterized by the notion
of spontaneous social processes, especially the ones which are, generally speaking, politi-
cal in nature, or, to be more precise, the ones which could be attributed to the area of
public security and public defense. This means that all important social processes are
always the processes which aim to fulfill a kind of political and security project. So, the
questions are: 1) What kind of projects we are dealing with and 2) who is the subject of
that project?

Unlike the traditional concept of sovereignty, which implies that sovereignty is
the exclusive competence of the national states aiming to establish the control
over the territory, the postmodern sovereignty is biopolitical. Biosovereignty,
in the widest sense represents the ability to manage population, and this ability
generally does not apply to the nation states. Hence, the phenomenon of mi-
gration ceases to be a demographic issue, becoming a question of geopolitical
design.

The inflow of migrants does not represent a demographic structural problem
for Europe, due to its demographic capacities. However, the influx certainly
causes some structural problems of other kinds -the ones which are (geo)po-
litical by their character. Namely, the influx of migrants of Islamic origin con-
tributes to the strengthening of the right-wing politics in the EU which are the
disintegrating factor, so this influx actually presents a projected destabilization
of EU. In this sense, the migrations from the Middle East could be compre-
hended as a part of the same scenario of the United States foreign policy start-
ing in the 1990s - namely, with an instrumentalization of the Islamic factor
in the Balkans, for the purpose of the disintegration of Yugoslavia, they were
trying to slow down the process of the EU integrations.

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Arms Trade in Syria and Its Impact on Refugee Crisis in Europe

The complex geopolitical situation in Syria and throughout the Middle East do not
blur obvious link between arms trafficking and the refugee wave that flooded Europe,
and especially Germany.

Syria has traditionally been one of the largest buyers of weapons, even before the
war. Between 2002 and 2013 Germany exported weapons with a worth of about 13 mil-
lion euros to Syria, mostly tanks, chemical weapons and small arms. Although Germa-
ny is considered to be the largest weapons exporter to Syria, the United States, Russia,
China, France and Great Britain are also exporters of weapons to this area of the world.
In the last year, Balkan countries exported to Syria weapons (mostly small arms) worth
over one million euros. It is a paradox that those who export weapons become surprised
when the weapons are used and do not take into account the reduction in the arms trade
as part of the strategy for solving the refugee crisis. “If you sow the weapons of war, you
will have a harvest of war refugees” (Griésslin). The text will display, in a transparent way,
a trade and use of weapons on the territory of Syria, as well as the “gray zone” of inter-
national trade by which it is carried out, ignoring the legal political and legal restrictions
and bans of arms trafficking in the crisis areas.

When the 2011 anti-regime protests spread across a number of Arab countries
through a domino effect, instead of the desired prosperity the region of the Middle East
and North Africa has sunk into the greater political and economic instability, divisions
and conflicts. Mostly young Arab population, also the striking force of the Arab Spring,
found itself torn between the power struggle of both major international and regional
forces, within the battle for supremacy of the new ruling elite, and in the midst of re-
grouping and resistance of regimes that avoided the upheaval. The negative effects of
the change, primary the uncertain future and fear for their lives forced many Arab fami-
lies to move out, while migratory movements from year to year have been increasing.
Furthermore, the intensification of the conflict in Syria and Libya, influenced not only
additional shelter seeking in the region but it was followed by the mass migration to
European countries.

The uncontrolled influx of migrants to European countries, at the beginning seen
as a humanitarian issue, soon was replaced with the suspicion that among the affected
people there was a large number of veteran fighters of the radical Islamic orientation
capable to perpetuate a variety of diversions and terror attacks. At the same time, the
possibility that the wave of refugees was misused as a Trojan horse certainly carries a lot
of risks and undoubtedly represents a major security challenge.

Bearing in mind the specific correlation of the Arab Spring and the increase in ir-
regular migration recorded in the years following a wave of unrest in Arab countries, the
main objective of this article is to analyze security risks with particular emphasis on the
effects of the migrant crisis which escalated in mid-2015 when hundreds of thousands
of people entered the Western European countries from different directions, but mostly
through Mediterranean and the Western Balkan route.

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Migration and Terrorism - The Problem and Possible Solutions

In the early decades of this century we have witnessed a sudden increase in the
number of hot spots, and thus the migration, transnational crime and terrorism. What is
most worrying is the fact that migrant-wave increases international terrorism. A wave of
such attacks, which in Western Europe started with the massacre in Paris on the 13th of
November 2015, does not stop, and France and Belgium have already been singled out
as centers of terrorist activities.

The current migrant crisis and the crisis of terrorism in Western Europe are not
separate, but related processes, the consequences of which may be severe and far-reach-
ing. There is no doubt that the movement of migrants affects the national security of the
countries whose territory they cross, or retain them, so it is not surprising that the issue
of transnational migration has become one of the most important security issues in the
EU.

Searching for the solutions that can contribute to overcome the problems that the
migrant crisis brings and its association with terrorism, it is necessary not to succumb to
prejudices that every migrant is a potential terrorist, but it is also necessary not to lose
out of sight that there are terrorists among migrants. In the conditions of globalization
these problems are beyond national boundaries, and as such they must be addressed not
only at national but also at the international and even global level.

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Migration of People and a Threat to National Security of Serbia

Living in safe conditions represents the essential need of every human being, com-
munity and the state. Due to these needs, it is therefore one of the utmost interests for in-
ternational community to prevent safety threat through the state, all to the each individual.

The wave of migrants in transit passing through Serbia and sprawling onto a large
part of Europe, has been launched mostly from the Middle East and has become so mas-
sive that there can no longer be talks about refugees or economic migrants in search of a
better life. It is the migration of the peoples that can only be understood if we look back
on the political earthquakes that jeopardized physical existence of people throughout the
Near and Middle East, as well as West and East Africa.

Migrations, as well as the movement of the population, represent a phenomenon that
changes its intensity depending on specific conditions and influences, producing a variety
of effects of local, regional or global level. With all the drama about acceptance and care
of refugees (excluding here journalists and ordinary citizens), almost poses the question
whether such a large number of people from the Middle East, Afghanistan and West Africa
could cause social and health problems, but also increase the risk of terrorism.

The standpoint of this paper is that the EU heads of states their governments and
Europe as a whole, faced with this problem have a selective, partial and calculating ap-
proach among security and humanitarian issues when dealing with the protection of
national interests, but mainly taking into account the political consequences of the un-
dertaken measures. At the meetings (Vienna, Bratislava, New York - UN) on finding
solutions, they discuss about reducing the consequences instead of causes of crisis and
that every proposed solution initially has the status of a temporary, rather than the per-
manent one. This is also indicated by the absence of a common policy at the EU level to
solve the migrant crisis, because it would be the most important EU decision about how
to manage this crisis.

This decision requires a great urgency as the refugee crisis has shaken the founda-
tions of some EU member states, because they openly disagree about the protection of
external and internal borders. Some states have suspended the Schengen agreement, so
their border controls are working again, and the Dublin agreement is de facto repelled,
because there is no registration of migrants in the countries of entry into EU.

The study and monitoring of this phenomenon in the light of the threat to the
national security of the Republic of Serbia requires a multidisciplinary approach of the
academic community, the authorities and civil society. Such an approach would enable
timely detection of possible causes and forms of threats as well as proactive approach to
the prevention and elimination of the above mentioned. This paper discusses the secu-
rity aspect of the migration of peoples and its reflection on the national security of the
Republic of Serbia.

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The Migration Issue in Key National Strategies

Mainstreaming migration in national strategic documents recognizes the existence
of a reciprocal relationship between migration and development. At the same time, it
represents a mean for a coherent policymaking in the sphere of migration and popula-
tion development in the broadest sense. The paper is based on a critical analysis of the
modality and contents of (non-)integration of the emigration/immigration and mobility
issues in the key existing national documents in the spheres of development, economy,
employment, social policy, health, education, science and youth policy. Several strategic
documents concerning migration management have been adopted in Serbia for the pur-
pose of addressing particular issues. However, these are outside the scope of the analysis,
as its starting point is the position that migration challenges must be addressed in a wid-
er context, rather than piecemeal. The overall conclusion is that the implementation of
these documents would reduce emigration flows and increase immigration flows towards
Serbia. At the same time, the integration of migration issue in the relevant documents
differs in extent and quality: it is either missing (for instance, in the Competitive and In-
novative Small and Medium Enterprises’ Development Strategy for period 2015-2020),
only nominal (for instance, in the Strategy on Promotion and Development of Foreign
Investments), or incomprehensive (a typical example being the Agriculture and Rural
Development Strategy 2014-2024), while there are, in our view, examples of balanced
integration accompanied by an awareness of the limitations and potentials of migration
in the strategies for industrial, education, and scientific and technological development.

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Institutional Infrastructure of Serbia, Candidate County for EU Membership,
in the Process of Managing Migrant Crisis

Migrant crisis (2015) represented a serious challenge for Serbia, candidate country
for EU membership, since it became the main transit county for a vast number of immi-
grants from Syria and other Middle Eastern countries on their way to the developed EU
countries. Institutional response of Serbia to the migrant crisis was ad hoc in character,
and it showed that it wasn’t adequate in a long term perspective. Mismatch in the work
of authorities, and their lack of coordination, and the presence of non-institutionalized
elements of crisis management had an effect on the functionality of this institutional
infrastructure, which doesn’t contribute to its long term functionality. In the context of
the Serbian path towards the EU membership, it is crucial to change the existing institu-
tional infrastructure in the direction of forming a Ministry for Migration, which would
incorporate all the responsibilities related to migration on the territory of the Republic
of Serbia, and consist of separate section for migrant crisis and communication with the
EU institutions, simultaneously representing modernization on institutional level and
helping Serbia on its way to joining the EU, because this institutional approach would
be based on transparency, inclusivity and responsibility. In a certain sense, it would also
have an impact on Serbia’s image on the international scale, and demonstrate that Serbia
is treating migrant crisis as a serious, long-term, international challenge which requires
institutional infrastructure.

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Youth Emigration from Serbia: From a Challenge to a Potentially Affirmative
Response

Continuous emigration, predominantly of youth, represents prominent and com-
plex demographic, social, economic, cultural, human, etc., challenge for the state, espe-
cially the one that has underwent stalled and harmful process of social transformation
and inclusion into globalization as is the case of Serbia. Ever since the 1990s — besides
already estabilshed negative natural increase and negative net migration, not only that
emigration of young people produces depopulation, but also more intensive aging of
population, thus producing distortion of all socio-demographic structures (age and gen-
der, marriage, economic, education, etc.). Youth migration (15-30 years old) both within
the country and across its borders is the outcome of local poverty, regional disparities,
lagging of periphery behind the center (nationally and globally), as well as of social in-
equalities, unemployment, shortage of appropriate higher education and skills upgrading
opportunities, also including hampered processes of individualization from the family of
origin. Population projections say that current tendencies, particulary those associated
with an external migration, are about to continue in the future. There are also some
specific conditions in the developed European countries, such as retirement of “baby
boomers” that creates gaps in labor market which are continuously being filled by se-
lected immigrant groups.

In this paper we advocate that emigration does not need to be perceived as a loss
for Serbia. In line with contemporary theoretical assumptions on transnationalism, so-
cial networks, capital and its conversion from one type to another (social, economic,
cultural, affective, local), diaspora communities and identity, then mobility, circulation
and temporariness of movement through spaces and time, we will try to lay down the
foundation for a potential ‘win win’ approach for state strategy. Latter would presuppose
national, but also local, regional, policies and practice link of migrants and homeland,
both real and virtual, including also common projects, exchange of expertise, resources,
information, ‘know how’ consultancy, guest lecturing, training, workshops, temporary
visits, and potential programs for returning.

The Role of Serbia at the West Balkan Migration Route

Serbia is facing a sharp surge in numbers of asylum applications in recent years.
Data shows that since the adoption of the Asylum Law in 2008, the number of asylum
seekers has increased from 77 (2008) to more than 500.000 (2015); more than 4000 times
in only 7 years time. But intense migration flows in Serbia, as a country on the Western
Balkan migration route, started in summer 2015. The average number of border cross-
ings was 5,000 a day, but on the 18" of October, the police registered 10,000 border
crossings in just 24 hours. If we consider the data from November 2015, it is obvious that
more than 500.000 people have crossed Serbian territory since the beginning of the year;
from July to November 412.000 people. It is important to emphasize that, according to
the date from registration center, citizens of more than 100 countries — which is half of
the total number of states in the world, passed over the territory of Serbia and expressed
the intention to seek asylum. That means that we are facing global migration flows that
caused global migration crisis. The largest increase in 2015 was noted for asylum seekers
from Syria, Afghanistan, Iraq, Iran, and Somalia. In March, the West Balkan migration
route was closed. Serbia is facing the new challenges. The migrants are still coming but
they are stranded in our territory. Is there any solution?

Immigrant Adaptation to New Socio-economic Ambience as an Early Stage of
Potential Ethnic Entrepreneurship Development

The most important sociological contributions to the study of entrepreneurship
have been made in the field of understanding of this phenomenon in the context of
ethnicity and ethnic groups. The term ethnic entrepreneurship refers to the process of
creation of a new organization or maintaining an existing one, by using the social capi-
tal of individuals that are connected on the basis of ethnicity or a common migration
experience. This paper will discuss the early stage of ethnic entrepreneurship, the so-
called immigration entrepreneurship, which covers the period of adaptation of an ethnic
group to the new socio-economic ambience, when its members are still considered to
be “immigrants”. In the first part of the paper, various theoretical perspectives of ethnic
entrepreneurship in economic sociology will be offered; later, attention will be devoted
to the theoretical models of migrant adaptation to the new environment. At the end, the
potential consequences of the adaptation process will be discussed, such as the formation
of economic ethnic enclaves and development of ethnic entrepreneurship.

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Migrants and Their Influence on Insolvency Proceedings

Each country has a unique insolvency regime that reflects values and interests of
society in which the insolvency law is enacted. In case of insolvency, each entity will
strive to take advantage of the most favorable insolvency law. That circumstance can
instigate individual or company to change legal regime which would be applied to him/it
by migrating to some other country which insolvency law is perceived as more favorable
(forum shopping). This issue is particularly interesting in the EU context where there
is no harmonization of substantive insolvency law, so the European legislators develop
mechanisms to prevent migrations that could constitute abuse of law (especially damag-
ing interest of creditors in insolvency). The question arises whether these mechanisms
are in accordance with fundamental freedoms of the EU (especially freedom of move-
ment of people and freedom of establishment). Also, there is a dilemma whether forum
shopping is necessarily a negative phenomenon or it can have some positive aspects. All
of the above should also be considered in the context of the proposal of new European
Regulation on insolvency proceedings which enters into force in 2017.

The Impact of Information and Communication Technologies on Migration

The changes in modern society have been altering the nature of international mi-
grations. Despite the trends of globalization and transnationalism that lead to the de-
territorialization, a need of the states for control and management of migration flows
remains. New technologies increase the likelihood of migration by facilitating it through
the formation of transnational migrant networks, enabling rapid acquisition of knowl-
edge about the countries of transit and destination, as well as reducing the costs of mi-
gration. Besides the migrants, the information and communication technologies (ICT)
are being increasingly used by various organizations for migrants, as well as the govern-
ments for the border control purposes and implementation of migration policy.

This paper aims to shed the light on the impact of new technologies on migration
(before migration, during migration and upon arrival to the destination country) as well
as the opportunities that these technologies provide for the study of migrants. It gives an
overview of the findings of empirical research that the author and others have done on
the use of information and communication technologies in the migration context (socio-
demographic differences among users of ICTs, their impact on the choice of country of
transit and destination, staying in contact with other migrants and smugglers during
migration, keeping in touch with family and friends in the country of origin, money
transfers, integration, identity, etc.).

Through a review of findings and results of research in this area in Serbia and the
world, the author emphasizes the social impact of information and communication tech-
nologies that shape contemporary migration flows, while stressing out the need for more
research on interaction between migration and ICT technologies in Serbia, for different
groups of migrant population.

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Perceptions of Social Consequences of Immigration: Ideological Differences
in Europe

It has commonly been argued that the recent wave of immigration has had im-
portant social consequences for European countries. However, perceptions of the con-
sequences of immigration tend to vary, from those emphasizing primarily economic
consequences to those giving priority to cultural ones. This paper examines the pos-
sible connection between ideological orientation and views on economic and cultural
consequences of immigration.

This paper tests two main hypotheses. One is that in general the anti-immigrant
orientation is closely related to the right wing ideology. The second hypothesis is re-
lated to the difference between the left and the right ideology in specific anti-immigrant
attitudes. Smaller differences are expected in the economic sphere, i.e., left and right
should be more similar in the view of the economic consequences of immigration. This
hypothesis is based on the welfare chauvinism notion. Larger ideological differences are
expected in the cultural sphere, where left is expected to be more tolerant, while the right
should be more concerned about protecting “country’s cultural life”.

The analysis is focused on individual level attitudes, and on the situation in Europe.
Data is taken from the European Social Survey (ESS) project. The statistical analysis is
focused on the association between the left-right ideological self-identification scale and
a set of relevant attitudes about immigration. This unique comparative study provides
novel insights in this important aspect of the relationship between immigration and so-
cial development in Europe.

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Precarity and the Migrants: A Passing Challenge or a Threat to Security and
Stability of European Society

Since the 80s of the twentieth century, the world has been facing with changes in the
balance of power of labor and capital, with the final result of enlargement of the scope
of precarious employment and creation of precariat, as a new social formation which
is constituted in a different context compared to a concept of a welfare state. Migrants
are one of the three main groups which create precarious labor force, with the so-called
redundant population (made up of people falling out of old working class communities)
and creative precariat. The main goal of the analysis is to present the influence of this
process on the precarisation of migrants, with special attention to the specifities of the
migrant status that are being reflected on the state of precarity. The process of precarisa-
tion is observed as an (in)direct consequence of neoliberal economy and globalization,
and precarity is understood as a dual concept which refers to conditions (of life and labor
market) and as a potential mobilization ground. This analysis will point out all the forms
of precarity work that affects migrants (especially women migrants), like forced work,
black and grey market labor, part-time jobs and so-called 3D jobs (demanding, dirty and
dangerous jobs). With the special attention put to differentiation of economic migrants
and refugees, the consequences od modern, increased precarisation will be pointed out,
especially in socio-economic and political-ideological level. Whilst economic migrants
keep trying to escape the vicious circle of insecurity and unsteadiness (using the exit
strategy and ,raising voice® strategy) and while refugees keep fighting the fascist out-
bursts in the countries they sought to refuge to, insomuch both groups take the path
from social exclusion to precariousness, becoming “denizens’, treated as flexploitated
and commodities.

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Migration Securitization and the Fear of Migrants in Public Space

Security is one of the aspects that shape public perception of migrations. Besides
fears of terrorism and the anxieties over a potential economic crisis that additionally pro-
voke fears of losing one’s job, there is also the biased and unfavorable picture of migrants
and the migration phenomenon painted by the media and the political elite, where they
are invariably linked with security issues. If public discourse securitizes migrations and
perceives migrants as a security risk, the desired efficacy of migration management poli-
cies will be much harder to achieve since it is strongly linked with both public percep-
tion of migrations and the reduced likelihood of migrant integration. Migrants belong to
different groups, each with a different set of expectations and capabilities, and their first
encounter with the local population occurs in public urban space, which is known as a
point of not only encounter, but also exchange and clash, of different cultures. Certain
ethnic groups are provided with different resources in cities and since the local popula-
tion is not always familiar with their use of public space, they might perceive this space
to be a potential threat to the well-being of local urban society. In reality, rather than
being predefined as places of fear or automatically appointed points of encounter, public
spaces are open social and political areas in which physical and symbolical dimensions
play a key role.

In the latest wave of migrants flooding the European continent, their presence in
the public space of many cities has considerably increased. They have occupied streets,
parks, busy roads, bus and train stations, and similar places. In this paper, we will at-
tempt to answer the following questions: in what ways is the local population prepared
to accept, or not, the presence of migrants in public space, to what extent is fear present,
and is the securitization of migration by the political elite and the media skewing public
perception of migration throughout Europe?

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Policing the Border, Producing of the State: A Critical Discourse Analysis of
Press Representation of Conflict on the Serbian-Hungarian Border During
the ‘Refugee Crisis’

Paper seeks to analyze the media representation of the conflict between refugees
and Hungarian police on the Serbian-Hungarian border in September 2015. The con-
flict will be analyzed through an examination of different portrayals of the conflict in
the newspaper articles. Since news reports represent a type of text, my approach will be
“discourse-analytical”. Specifically, I will employ a critical discourse analysis to examine
what kind of knowledge, attitudes and ideologies about the conflict media produced.
Critical discourse analysis is a type of discourse analytical research that primarily studies
the ways of social power abuse, dominance, and how inequalities are enacted, repro-
duced, and resisted by text and talk in the social and political context. I will examine
these discourses relying on the theoretical framework of critical border studies and spe-
cifically framework of humanitarian governance and humanitarian border. Theoretical
framework of humanitarian governance and humanitarian border indicates that conflict
arises in the paradox of protection between subject of humanitarianism and policing,
refugee population, and object of border conflict, territorially bounded state.

The dichotomy is evident, so we can see
sensationalist and xenophobic discourse based on fear of newcomers, as well as the op-
posite discourse, which highlights the humanitarian dimension, care about others and
respect for human rights. Models, forms, and the ways migrants are represented have
an impact on stereotype creation of their place in society, and also have an impact on
the development of the concept of civic culture which requires dialogue, tolerance and
equality concerning the right to life.

The Ways of Visual Representations of Migrants in the Media in Serbia

Migrant crisis, which lasts for a few of years now, have caused, among other things,
the proliferation of media texts on that issue. Assuming that the way something is pre-
sented greatly influences the perception of the presented, the aim of this paper is to point
out the different forms of visual representation of migrants in the media. Within this
task, the key theoretical and methodological approaches will critically be considered, as
well as the most commonly used discursive strategies and the central motifs associated
with visual representations of migrants. In addition, specific examples will be discussed
from some local media. These findings can be used to determine the value orientations
toward migrants and the migrant crisis which, in a broader sense, can be a kind of litmus
paper for detecting the degree of (in)tolerance in the society. At the same time, analysis
can point out the process of shaping public opinion and refraction of different ideologi-
cal and political discourses through the media texts.

In the sociology of art, there are two fundamental theoretical opposites when it
comes to the art’s influence on society (Bastide). According to aesthetic theory, art ex-
presses an aesthetic practice independent of practical function, just “art for art’s sake”
(Part pour l'art) (Cousin). On the other hand, the utilitarian theory defines art as the uni-
versal language which indirectly influences social life. Art serves many different impor-
tant social functions - improving social solidarity (Guy, Tarde, Burnet), achieving collec-
tive goals (Bastide) and communion of spirit (Durkheim), developing compassion and
philanthropy (Hume). Emphasis in this paper will be put on the special function of art
- socially engaged/activist art. Socially engaged/activist art is “conceptualized and prac-
tice-oriented project’, cultural and social intervention art, which involves the subversion
of power in order to criticize and challenge a certain social relationship (Sijakovi¢). In
the recent years, macro context of human migration and its consequences on the global
and local levels, become a burning topic of theater and film festivals, museum and gal-
lery exhibitions. The aim of this paper is to study how socially engaged/activist art relates
to the issue of current migration crisis through the analysis of event programs of Fest
(Erasing Borders, 2015), BITEF (On the back of the mad bull, 2016) and the exhibition of
the Museum of African Art (The border is closed, 2015).

Who Has Left, and Who Would Come Back: Differences between Highly-
educated Serbian Emigrants in USA and Canada

Level of education has a significant role not only in the emigration decision process,
selecting the country of destination and the modes of immigration, but also the level of
integration in the new social environment and the chances of reaction to unfavorable
conditions on the labor market, both in the country of destination and origin. Highly-
skilled (thanks to their human and social capital and modes of adapting to conditions
of living and working in the new surrounding) faster and easier react to challenges, they
are significantly more mobile, which results in emigration, new migration phase within
the destination country, moving to another country, or temporary or permanent return
to the country of origin.

When it comes to the highly-educated emigrants from Serbia who emigrated in the
1990-s and later, we can say that the reasons for choosing the overseas countries com-
pared to economically-developed EU countries are more-or-less obvious. However, it is
less obvious why differences exist and what they are, between the highly-educated emi-
grants according to the country of destination. Hence, the aim of the paper is to show
the differences according to destination countries between highly-educated emigrants
who acquired collage or bachelor degree in Serbia and emigrated in 1991 and later. The
results are based on a broadly covering survey done in the USA and Canada. In this
paper, the following features will be analyzed: socio-demographic characteristics, stand-
points of the surveyed population on the level of integration in the labor market and
society of destination and socio-economic situation in Serbia, as well as their plans on
return to Serbia in two time points, moment of emigration and the moment of survey.
The differences will be given according to the time of emigration, socio-demographic
characteristics, the faculties they have graduated from, and the modes of employment
in the destination country. Policy recommendations will be formulated in this paper in
order to improve possibilities for cooperation and/or return of the Serbian highly-skilled
emigrants, based on the standpoints of the surveyed population as well as other similar
studies.

Brain-drain and Innovation Capacity in the Western Balkans

This paper aims to explore the link between the brain-drain in the Western Balkans
(Macedonia, Serbia, Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia and Albania) and the
innovation capacity of the respective countries. It provides an overview of the relevant
literature on the brain drain consequences for countries of origin, demography of the
highly skilled emigration from the Western Balkan countries and its impact on their
innovation capacity. Analysis is based on the available statistics on innovation indica-
tors from “The Global Competitiveness Report” (World Economic Forum), data of the
International Organizations, as well as of the national statistics.

The main hypothesis of the paper is that intensified brain-drain from Western Bal-
kans in the last decades largely diminishes the innovation capacity of these countries,
given that major consequence of the brain-drain is related to the loss of human capital.
Comparative analysis of the innovation indicators for the countries is provided, in pur-
pose of distinguishing common features and differences in the region with regards to
the capacity for innovation, company spending on R&D, government procurement of
advanced tech products, quality of scientific research institutions, availability of scien-
tists and engineers, university-industry collaboration in R&D and PCT patent applica-
tions. Based on the main outcomes of the analysis, the paper offers a discussion about
the brain-drain policy responses in these countries and authors’ views for future actions,
particularly regarding the engagement of diaspora as partners in filling resource and
knowledge gaps, as well as members and leaders of scientific and technical networks.

Management of the Serbian Diaspora Virtual University as a Complex
Organization: Emerging Leadership of One Nation

The study acknowledges the increasing potential of various forms of diaspora capi-
tal (intellectual, social and financial), which provides fertile ground for research studies
of different aspects of diaspora. The paper is also an appeal to policy makers, who need
to acknowledge that diaspora is not only an unexploited national resource, but also un-
duly marginalized communities. Extended data base, which includes 7000 Serbian PhD’s
and PhD students, show that practically there is no single field (academic, research, cul-
tural, entrepreneurial, and sport) in which Serbian Diaspora is not significantly repre-
sented. The model of the Diaspora Virtual University (DVU), embodies a framework
designed to enhance transformation of brain-drain into brain-gain through brain-chain
(networks) and the necessary enabling processes. DVU may be the nucleus and, eventu-
ally, the hub of congregation of experts living in Diaspora. The findings serve as theo-
retical and practical resource for academics, researchers and policy makers, as they cor-
roborate the importance of DVU for the creation of knowledge economy frameworks in
other countries with significant Diaspora.

Diasporic Communities of Croatians and Montenegrins in Alaska and
Argentina

In this paper we present results of the research of Croatian and Montenegrin di-
asporic communities in Alaska and Argentina. Those are old diasporic communities that
are constituted in the first wave of emigration in the late 19th and early 20th centuries.
Although members of both diaspora communities mostly do not know their mother
tongue, which is usually considered as an essential element of the identity they pos-
sess and renew their national consciousness. Our study of the symbolic world (rituals,
ceremonies, storytelling, culture of memory and culture of preserving memory of indi-
viduals - members of the community) of diasporic communities is conceptualized from
the approach of the new cultural history (NCS), which sets in the center of its interests
the culture of memory, social memory, ritual performances and manners that institu-
tions (ethnic groups) create symbolic worlds and the topology of the holy places through
stories and myths. Starting from the Assmann’s theory of culture of memory, we opera-
tionalize Croatian and Montenegrin diaspora communities’ with three elements that are
constitutive of those communities: 1) memory (outlook on the past) 2) identity (i.e., po-
litical imagination) 3) cultural duration (forming of traditions). With the inter-relation
of these three elements the culture of memory that generates and maintains the commu-
nity of memory is developing. For the constitution and preservation in time of the dias-
pora communities it is necessary to localize the memory and ritual and the ceremonial
repetition of foundational story. Theoretical presumptions are verified on the empirical
material collected through research, and presented with Geertz’s “thick description” ap-
proach. We assume that empirical evidence points to the constitutive meaning of the
symbolic world for diaspora community of memory.

Home Away From Home: Identity(ies), Gender and Feminization of
Migration

Gender approach in contemporary migration studies is of recent date, because mi-
gration has traditionally been analyzed an economic phenomena, based on analysis of
costs and benefits of migration, then spatial, geographical dimension of mobility of the
population, or as so-called phenomenon of forced movement of refugees and asylum
seekers. This paper deals with the feminization of migration, and then questioning the
connection and impact of spatial mobility on the formation of multiple identities of con-
temporary migrants. Apart from the female point of view, special attention was given to
gender, which has, as it will be shown, become a central issue in the study of migration,
and the micro analytical research approaches, in which the macro-approach (economic,
geographic, political) associated with single individuals, or actors, is in this case, gender-
determined.

There are several issues that are explored in this paper: in modern times women
are increasingly migrating alone, without male partners and families. Now, women are
increasingly migrating to improve the quality of life (gaining new life experiences, edu-
cation and knowledge, skills, i.e., human capital), which leads to the withdrawal from
marginal social status and empowerment. Finally, in the era of mass communication and
networked society, migration is a gendered coping strategy which has both an impact on
society and culture of origin and destination.

However, given the lack of research and interdisciplinary comprehensive knowl-
edge of gender issues in contemporary research of migration the concept of gender in
migration is still in the scientific shade. Gender approach, although proven relevant and
necessary in a field that is so complex and interdisciplinary, unfortunately until now
remains only one of the many. Most of the research in this field is funded by certain
centers of power and is oriented towards either men or women (mostly as refugees and
victims), while there is an insignificant number of research which consistently apply a
gender approach.

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Intersectional Position of Women Migrants

In a situation of increased participation of women in contemporary global migra-
tion flows, it is necessary to differentiate assessment of their situation, as little attention is
given to the topic to the moment. Women, namely, remain invisible in broad general pic-
ture of global migratory movements. Except that women are exposed to an increased risk
of gender-based violence and labour and sex exploitation, their position is also marked
by combination of several discriminative grounds, due to which they are subject to mul-
tiple discrimination. They can be non-Christians, not white race in Christian countries
of arrival populated mainly by white people. Also, elderly with chronic illnesses and / or
disabilities, combined with ignorance of the language and legislation of the host country,
burdened with the possible experience of violence. Their situation is systematic, stand-
ardized, not at all a result of an exotic, unhappy or of irreparable coincident situations
that are happening only to some people. Their situation is significantly distinguished
from the situations of male migrants, even when they come from the same countries of
origin and when they are in the same country of arrival. Position of women migrants is
also substantially different from the situation of women and countries in transition and
arrival. Therefore, the struggle for womens memories must begin now. It is necessary
to immediately work on gender analysis of migration, not to let this historic moment,
as many before, to be remembered as it is a global movement that concerns only men,
without women, their experience and specificities, in the specific migratory situation.
The paper analyzes the intersectional situation of women migrants. Their experience,
special models of good practice might be taken as a model and way of achieving cultural
integration of those who come in these days, whether international law put them in the
category of refugees or migrants. One of the constant characteristics of female migration
is, whatever the country of origin or destination was, that they are strongly pushed in
stereotypically limited gender-differentiated labor market sectors, such as care (nursing)
of patients, children, the elderly and persons with disabilities, household work, sex work,
and agriculture seasonal jobs, regardless of their education, professional experience and
aspirations, ability and desire to work other jobs.

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Migrations in Banat from the 18" to the Beginning of the 21°* Century and
Interethnic Relations

Banat, as a specific geographical territory had a turbulent history of population
movements. Frequent wars and government changes, caused the demographic diversity
of Banat which is one of its main characteristics. Modern and contemporary history
of Banat has been characterized by multiethnicity, multiculturality and multiconfes-
sionality. From the beginning of the 18" century there were three main colonization
policies that drastically changed ethnic composition of Banat. For this reason, it can be
said without no doubt that Germans, Hungarians and Serbs had the greatest influence
on historical, political, economic and cultural development of Banat; influence of other
nationalities enriched its history too. In the observed period of time, Banat witnessed
great human victims as a result of the bad interethnic relations. This research showed
that constant politics of favoring one at the expense of other nations was creating among
them latent hostility that was very explosive in the times of crisis and wars. Despite the
bad interethnic relations, authorities in Banat were constantly investing in people, man-
power and resources with clear political, military and economic interests. Potential of
Banat as a fertile lowland area was recognized upon the first arrival of the Habsburgs to
this area. Unfortunately, this is no longer the case, although Banat is very peacefully area
since the Second World War with Serbian ethnic character and rare ethnic incidents.
Banat used to be a strategically important area, suitable for colonization of people of dif-
ferent origins and life habits. Today, it can be said that Banat is a periphery in Europe.
Absence of political and economic vision for Banat leads to its depopulation, especially
in border municipalities. In this work, the author analyzes interests that motivated set-
tlement of Banat and quality of interethnic relations in the observed period from the 18"
to the beginning of the 21* century, with the aim to consider the possible perspective of
Banat in the near future.

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Migrations of “Pariah People”: The Case Study of Roma in the Balkans

Migrations of the Roma represent a major challenge for the social sciences for sev-
eral reasons. First of all, they include almost all known types of population movements
which can be produced by many different causes. Also, they don’t represent singular
events, but are historically connected to each other as parts of a process that lasts for
the whole millennium. Finally, Roma have acquired identity of “eternal nomads” during
their migrations, which isn’t accepted by the majority of settled people. Sometimes, this
form of identity (imposed as a stigma or interiorized), is the only basis of unity for the
various Roma communities that are linguistically and religiously heterogeneous and do
not feel mutual solidarity.

The concept of a pariah people, Pariavolk, introduced by Max Weber can be used
as a good basis for the study of such a complex and intertwined relationship of migra-
tion, social status and identity (either as a self-cognition or as stigma). Weber defined
a pariah nation in the study of Judaism as a “guest people ritually, formally or in effect,
separated from the social environment” (Weber, 1997: 10-11). At the other place, in the
study about Hinduism, he brought it in connection to the migrations and the economic
situation of one group: “The purest form of this type is found when a people in question
have totally lost their residential anchorage and hence are completely occupied economi-
cally in meeting demands of other settled peoples - the Gypsies, for instance, or, in an-
other manner, the Jews of the Middle Ages” (Weber, 1958: 13).

The primary empirical data, on which usability of the pariah people concept will be
verified, consists of historiographical and ethnographic material concerning the Roma
in the territory of Serbia, and if any space for it will be found, the Balkans. The expected
outcome of this presentation is better sociological understanding of the social status in
the context of migrations.

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Asylum Seekers between a Rock and a Hard Place: The “Migrant Crisis” in
Serbia

“Independent” asylum system in Serbia has been established as a part of the process
of Serbia’s ascension to the EU, after adopting the Law on Asylum in 2008. Since then,
three waves can be identified according to the number of those who expressed the
intention to seek asylum in Serbia, and, consequently, the institutional response time
(i.e. the average time of asylum procedures). First wave covers the period from 2008
to 2013, when there has been a relatively modest number of asylum requests with the
tendency of a slight increase, the second includes 2014 and the beginning of 2015 when
the number of requests has risen three times compared to the previous period, while the
third wave, still ongoing, covers what has colloquially been termed “the migrant crisis”
In this paper we will examine the relations between three levels of research - strategic
and legal framework, institutional level and real migration practices and the needs of
immigrants from a diachronic perspective. The aim of this analysis is to establish the
causes for the unsatisfactory performance of the Serbian asylum system. Our initial
hypothesis acknowledges that inefficacy of state’s institutions is a significant factor;
however we propose that even a greater promptness could not resolve the tensions which
exist between different levels and profound inconsistencies they generate in practice. We
would like to argue that the strategic level is more adjusted according to the perspective
of the host countries within EU than to that of the transit countries, which also reflects
on the institutional level, while none of the two levels takes into account the real needs
of the asylum seekers. Findings are based on data from a qualitative research “Enhancing
Access to Education and Preventing Gender-based Violence of Asylum Children in
Serbia’, conducted by the Asylum Protection Center, and on other secondary sources.

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Education of Refugee Children - Challenges and Solutions

Today, in times of many armed conflicts taking place in the Middle East and Africa,
accessibility and quality of education for refugee children have begun to be one of the
most relevant issues in European countries which host these children or which are at
their transit route. If we know that armed conflicts last, on average, 17 years and that
it takes some time for families to decide to migrate, and that migration to final desti-
nation can last for many months, we conclude that millions of children spend several
years without or with limited opportunities for education. As a result, they have gaps in
their skills and knowledge, lowered self-efficacy and academic self-concept. When they
resettle, they face many challenges in the process of adaptation to educational system,
due to language and sociocultural barriers, on the one hand, and unpreparedness of the
educational system (curriculum, teachers, local community, etc.) to integrate them ef-
fectively, on the other. Lack of quality learning opportunities and psychosocial support
in schools and local communities, and experience of discrimination may lead to higher
dropout rates, lower academic achievements and consequently to fewer chances for find-
ing a well-paid job in the future. Girls are at a particular disadvantage. Therefore, it is
necessary to provide an access to quality education to all refugee school-age children,
both during their transition from their countries of origin to final destination, and in the
countries in which they resettle. Recommendations for achieving this goal are provided,
some being relevant for Serbian context.

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Psychological Needs and the Well-being of Refugee Children in Serbia

Increasingly large numbers of people have been forced to migrate worldwide be-
cause of the armed conflicts taking place in Middle East and Africa. Their main route
went through Turkey, Greece, Macedonia, Serbia, and Hungary to West European coun-
tries. After the closure of the EU borders in March 2016, many of them have stayed in
Serbia. Among refugees in Serbia, there are many children. As practitioners who provide
psychosocial support to these children, we were interested in finding best ways to en-
hance their well-being. Through a qualitative research we tried to understand how refu-
gee children feel and what psychological needs they have. We conducted focus groups
with refugee children (14-17 years old). It was obtained that the majority of children are
more focused on resolving practical problems, such as getting to the country of destina-
tion, than on dealing with their emotions and psychological problems. One smaller part
of our sample reports about feelings of distress and depression. All of them agree that
provided psychosocial support is beneficial to them. Regarding the psychological needs
and activities that would contribute to children’s well-being, we determined that young-
er children are in need of child friendly space (which is not available in every asylum
center) where creative workshops should be organized, while older children are in need
of educational activities, such as English learning courses and sports activities. However,
additional studies at diverse locations where refugee children are placed are needed for
more robust and generalized conclusions and recommendations.

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Women and Children - Victims of Human Trafficking

Women and children in Serbia, and in general, represent socially vulnerable groups.
Women and children often represent physically weak, dependent, and easy to manipu-
late part of population. Women and children are most represented in human trafficking,
which is the problem that is hard to eradicate. Woman and children are very important
agents in any society and in all spheres of life. Based on the data from 2014, 43% of
victims of human trafficking in Serbia are women, and 42% are children. This number
represents 85% of all human trafficking. According to the data from 2016 women and
children in Europe represent 60% of the transit group, and that is a significant increase
compared to the date from 2015. Part of this transit population is a victim of human
trafficking. Some stories of women and children are shown in media, and based on the
stories from media conclusion can be drawn that a lot of women and children are being
smuggled in this migration process. Problem is the lack of migrant identity documents.
Victims of human trafficking are often not protected subject of violent acts in society.
The largest number of victims of human trafficking is linked to the sexual exploitations,
drug trafficking, forced labor, begging, illegal business, trafficking of human organs and
many other immoral human and anti-human activities and purposes. This problem is a
public taboo secret. In this paper, the roots of this problem will be discussed, effects this
problem has on society, social aspects of the problem, potential solutions and etc.

The Relation between Traumatic Experiences in Transit and Psychological
Vulnerability

On their way to Europe, refugees escaping the traumatic experiences in their coun-
try of origin, and face even more hardships and maltreatment during transit. Our re-
search is focused on the relation of traumatic events experienced during transit and
post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD), anxiety and depression. A total of 226 refugees
and asylum seekers have completed 1) a questionnaire assessing traumatic experiences
(TE) in transit, 2) Harvard Trauma Questionnaire (HTQ) Part IV - measuring PTSD
and Self-perception of functioning (SPFS), 3) Hopkins Symptoms Checklist (HSCL) as-
sessing Depression and Anxiety and 4) Beck Depression Inventory II (BDI-II). The items
of the Traumatic experiences questionnaire were grouped into six thematic categories:
general traumatic experiences, traumatic experiences related to smugglers, police, de-
tention, deportation and local communities. The results show a positive correlation of
general, detention and deportation TE with symptoms of PTSD, and local communities
TE with BDI-II symptoms of depression. General TE were also related to SPFS. Research
results indicate the need for systematic educational programs aimed at local communi-
ties, especially people in direct professional contact with refugees and asylum seekers.
Hopefully, the sensitization of local communities could reduce psychological vulnerabil-
ity in this population and decrease retraumatization.

Secondary Traumatization of People Working with Refugees in Serbia

Professionals working with refugees are on a daily basis faced with people who have
experienced most terrifying human suffering, and as such, are exposed to secondary
traumatization (ST). ST comprises of typical trauma-related symptoms usually seen in
trauma survivors suffering from PTSD. Aim of this research was to provide preliminary
data on risk factors for ST in people working with refugees in Serbia. A total of 52 service
providers working with refugees completed Secondary Traumatization Questionnaire,
check list of refugees’ traumatic experiences, Hopkins Symptoms Checklist (HSCL) as-
sessing depression and anxiety, quality of life questionnaire (MANSA), HEXACO per-
sonality inventory, and COPE assessing coping mechanisms. Level of ST has shown to be
correlated with overall lower quality of life, symptoms of anxiety and depression, but not
with overall number of traumatic events. Moreover, results have shown that personality
traits such as altruism, proneness to anxiety, and sentimentality make one more vulner-
able to ST. Finally, maladaptive coping strategies such as focusing on distress and venting
of emotions, as well as substance disengagement are associated with higher levels of ST.
Results indicate that ST in service providers could be prevented, as well as psychological
vulnerability can be reduced through education, adaptive coping trainings and psycho-
logical support.

Active Aging of Migrant Returnees: A Case Study

This case study investigates the lifestyle and the attitudes towards aging among the
elderly who emigrated (from Serbia) and then returned to their homeland. From the life
stories of our four respondents (two female and two male), we learn about their reasons
for emigration, the ways of integrating into a new society together with the manners in
which their attitudes and habits were effected or redefined, as well as the reasons for
their later return and the manner in which they were then able to once again settle in
their country of origin. The study observed and analyzed relevant aspects such as their
material, emotional and social resources for active living and aging, taking into consid-
eration precisely the significance of the social and cultural transitions involved.

The data collected through in-depth interviews has been analyzed by means of
Grounded Theory. Through integral analysis of respondents’ life stories we learn about
their ways of active aging. Interpretation is based on comparative analysis of similari-
ties and differences regarding social positions, emotional and social resources, attitudes,
problem solving strategies, etc. We have identified greater similarities with respect to
personal and material resources in opposition to emotional (partnership and close rela-
tions). Significant were also gender differences in self — perception that originated in
traditional family model. Namely, among female respondents the self-perception has
changed towards a more positive attitude, while male respondents preserved the already
formed positive self-image. All respondents have shown a significant attitude change
towards aging, whose intensity partly depended on the length of their stay abroad.

In comparison to other respondents (47), the migrant returnees were shown to have
better material status as well as a more positive self-image. Self-image (formed in their
country of origin and the host country) and the reformed attitudes towards aging had
a large impact on the lifestyle of returnees. It remains to be seen whether the returnees
could become an important social resource that could positively influence and change
the politics towards the elderly that is presently dominant in Serbia. One of our aims
has been to, at least, illuminate the evermore important role of the ,aging-activist“ and
encourage a new way of thinking change and social interaction that could alone be the
first step towards respectful and active aging in Serbia.

Migration Intentions in Central and Eastern Europe

Aim of this paper is to explore the factors related to migration intentions in the
Central and Eastern European countries, as well as the countries of the former Soviet
Union. Data is drawn from The Life in Transition Survey II, which was conducted jointly
by the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development and the World Bank in
late 2010. The dependent variable in the paper is the intention to move abroad within
12 months following the survey. The multivariate analysis is modelled as mixed effects
logistic regressions with a random intercept at the country level. The results indicate
that men are more prone to migrate than women. The impact of economic crisis on
the household is positively associated with the intention to leave the country within 12
months. The respondents aged 20-35 are 33% more likely to intend to migrate than the
respondents aged 36-50 and are also more than twice as likely to intend to migrate as
those aged above 50. Self-perceived social mobility also has an impact on migration in-
tentions, as both upwardly mobile and downwardly mobile respondents are more likely
to express the intention to migrate as compared to those who stayed in the same status
relative to the period four years before the survey.

Mapping of Migration in Croatia: Contesting Historical Perspective and
Contemporary Challenges

Traditionally, Croatia is marked as the area of significant emigration flows and mi-
gration potential. Croatian historical heritage has been characterized by involuntary mi-
gration due to wars and conflicts through the centuries, as well as modern migration due
to unfavorable economic and political conditions. Belonging to the historically various
state territories resulted also in planned immigration and resettlement of the population
forming the multiethnic and pluricultural society. Nowadays, transit of people in the
current refugee flows in the Balkan route that marked 2015, have brought a number of
humanitarian, social, political, economic, cultural and security challenges, with 660,000
refugees and other forced migrants passing through Croatian territory. This brought
many of the challenges related to managing acceptance, accommodation and integration
of refugees as well as of those which are moved to Croatia through relocation and reset-
tlement, and possibly readmission and return.

The aim of this article is to briefly review the history of emigration and immigra-
tion flows and to compare traditional migration patterns with the contemporary con-
text. In the analysis we use the available statistical data on emigration and immigration,
historical and contemporary migration, as well as other secondary publications. The
analysis indicates that there has been a change in the migration pattern of Croatian ter-
ritory as exclusively emigration, indicating at the same time its emigration, immigration
and transit character. With extremely negative demographic trends (natural decrease and
emigration), authors point the necessity of relying on the planning and designing of
pro-immigrant measures in planning of balanced demographic and spatial development.

The Role of Migration in Spatial Distribution of Population in Central Serbia

Migrations are an important determinant of the spatial distribution of the popula-
tion of Central Serbia. Intensive migration from the rural to the urban areas has caused
inharmonious deagrarization process, on the one hand, and the process of urbanization,
on the other hand. The paper analyzes migration component and the changes that oc-
curred during the half of century (1961-2011.) by looking at the consequences of migra-
tory movements, the volume of population in urban and other settlements. The main
goal of this paper is to present a transition in migration phenomena in settlements in
Central Serbia, in the period accelerated of socio-economic development, which was
characterized by the migration from rural to urban in the 1960s, movings between the
urban settlements in the 1980s, the forced migration of the 1990s, as well as their con-
sequences and implications for the demographic development. In the first decade of
the 21st century, transitional population dynamics is manifested through demographic
expansion of the most vulnerable area, the affected with the exinction of population,
with all the clearer differentiation of space, characterized by immigration. The migra-
tion component in Central Serbia suffered change, not so much in terms of the volume
of migrations, as much as in the direction of migration flows between urban and other
settlements, which were determined by a variety of economic and social aspects, as well
as the trends that are taking place simultaneously with intensive emigration of an inter-
national character in Serbia. Migration has also, on the one hand, led to a significant
concentration of population in a small area, and on the other hand, to a disintegra-
tion of settlements on the vast, largely rural, area. The lag in economic development of
other settlements and certain areas, has intensified the emigration of the population in
the working and reproductive age. Census data indicate that the rural exodus intensifies
from year to year.

Place Attachment and Migration Potential: Case Study of Eight Cities in
Serbia

The main aim of this paper is to investigate does the place attachment - the part of
the local identity of the individual, which strongly depends on specific characteristics of
the place — affect the migration potential of inhabitants of the eight cities in Serbia. In
this paper we analyze two types of attachment — emotional and pragmatic attachments,
which are extracted from Relph’s typology based on seven types of place experience (Rel-
ph, 1976). On the other hand, we investigate the migration potential as an existing plan
to change the living place within the country or out of it.

The analysis is based on empirical study The Characteristics of the Territorial Capi-
tal in Serbia in the period 2013-2015 implemented by the Institute for Sociological Re-
search, Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade. The survey was conducted on representa-
tive samples in the following cities: in Sabac (N=346), Kragujevac (N=379), Novi Pazar
(N=299), Uzice (N=322), Sombor (N=288), Zrenjanin (N=304), Leskovac (N=301) and
Zajecar (N=313).

Commuting Network of Municipalities in AP Vojvodina

In this paper we apply a stochastic procedure to construct a network of commuting
of economically active population in AP Vojvodina, based on the data from 2011 census.
Statistical agency of Republic of Serbia collects commuting data on the level of munici-
palities, but doesn’t collect or show the direction of commuting both on aggregated or
individual level. In other words, there is a lack of data concerning the place of work of
commuting population. Interconnectedness of places of work and places of residence in
case of commuting is integral to demographic, economic or sociologic study of com-
muting process. To deal with this problem, we propose an approximation of distribu-
tion of commuters on municipal level. This approximation is based on total number of
residents, number of commuting residents and unemployment rate of each municipality
and also road distances between each of the municipalities. Approximation model is a
modified version of standard “gravitational model” and it is based on attraction factor
for potential commuters in each municipality. The model is based on some elements of
the central place theory. Results provide a complete picture of the intensity and direction
of commuting in AP Vojvodina. In the discussion of the paper, we reflect on the implica-
tions of the results in context of regional and economic development of Vojvodina, with
strong emphasis on rural areas and underdeveloped municipalities.

Migrations in Serbia and Phenomena of “Dying Regions”

Nations who wish to hold their destiny in their own hands - large or small in num-
bers, rich or poor, are trying to define strategies of their own development, to the plau-
sible extent, which could allow them to be subjects and not just simple objects of the
historical events. Caused by bad development strategy, Serbia, in the limits of former
Yugoslavia (forced industrialization which caused the deterioration of villages) created a
phenomenon of “dying fireplaces” respectively dying villages and villagers. In the whirl-
pool of tragic historical events at the end of past and at the beginning of a new century,
one more time by wrong strategy, Serbia has entered even more deadly phenomenon
- dying regions. Whole regions, especially ones on the margins are dying - not only eco-
nomically, but also demographically. Due to a drop of natural increase and migrations
(towards Belgrade and abroad) whole regions are getting more and more old, thereby
irreplacebilly eraseing their reproductive part and also leaving them without develop-
ment potential.

Perceptions of the Influence of Chinese Immigrants on the Development of
Medium-Sized Towns in Serbia

According to the estimates relying on official data, there are between five and fif-
teen thousand Chinese individuals in Serbia. Most of them have a temporary residence
permit in the country for the purpose of performing various jobs, among which trade
activities can be singled out as significant. Although the Chinese are not particularly nu-
merous as an ethnic group in Serbia, their business activities involve frequent social in-
teraction in public spaces, by which they certainly bring about observable changes in the
established ways of living and working. This is particularly true in the urban environ-
ment, including smaller towns, where traders from China have been offering their wares
since the end of the 1990’s. This paper examines perceptions of the influence of Chinese
immigrants on the development of towns in Serbia, on the basis of the results of a survey
regarding the potential for local development, which was conducted by the Institute for
Sociological Research of the University of Belgrade — Faculty of Philosophy. The survey
involved the urban population aged from 18 to 65 who live in the medium-sized towns
selected as case studies (Kragujevac, Sabac, Uzice, Novi Pazar, Sombor, Zrenjanin, Lesk-
ovac and Zajecar). There were only a small number of respondents who believed that
Chinese immigrants had no influence on the town where they live. Residents of the stud-
ied towns primarily recognize an economic, but also a cultural influence, and that both
aspects carry with them a positive and negative impact. Through analysis of authentic
survey responses, it can also be identified that attitudes indicative of ethnic intolerance
and xenophobia are present among respondents, albeit to a lesser extent.

Stuck in Between: Questioning of Liminality in Transitory Phase of
Migration among the Migrants in Belgrade

This paper explores transitory phase of migration process based on the data col-
lected among the migrants temporarily located in Belgrade on their way to Western Eu-
rope from the Middle East, considering it as being close to liminal stage found in ritual
processes. Elaborating of Victor Turner’s theory on liminality — framed to examine the
stage in ritual processes of status ascension and rites of passage characterized by unde-
termined set of structural positions and ambiguity, helps in encompassing of processual
structures and social relations of domination unfolding in overall composition of transi-
tory phase of migration processes. Thus, implementation of this theory offers a profound
framework for interpreting data registered through interviewing and observation of 15
migrants stuck in Belgrade in August 2016. Analysis, at first, is concentrated on the bod-
ily and socio-demographic traits, providing elementary identification of entire migratory
route and experiences they’ve had, as well as insights into liminal microcosmos found in
Belgrade parks. What is further detected in entire migration process, confirms Turner’s
assumptions: their main motives and incentives reflect willingness for status ascension
and transfer from a marginal position to a “higher rank” in socio-spatial hierarchy, em-
bodied in belief of seeking the “good life”. Still, their current position and identity ap-
pears as fragile and subjected to various determinations, which in sum provoke strategic
adaptation. Namely, what essentially makes this process liminal, are unstable and unfold-
ing structures and institutions re-emerging in the entire process — from the state actors
down to smugglers, thus determining its character, dynamics and social form.
