Summary

This paper is focused on the process of barbarization of the highest military offices in the Later
Roman Empire and integration of the barbarians into the Roman military system. The employment of
barbarian troops as part of the Roman army goes back a very long time, but the use of barbarian
recruits may have grown in scale under Constantine I. They were recruited steadily throughout the 4
and 5" centuries. From the reign of Constantius II we can trace the ascent of barbarians, especially
Germans, to the highest ranks within the imperial military structure, although first appointments
probably belong to the reign of Constantine. Of the magistri militum attested between the death of
Constantine and the death of Theodosius, more than half were barbarians. Besides, they held other
military posts, mostly of comes rei militaris, comes domesticorum or tribunus scholae scutariorum, and
eventually even civilian positions. Certain barbarians played a significant role in the politics of the
Empire and had influential positions at the imperial court, especially from the last quarter of the 4
century. Some of them dominated Western Roman Empire, and were out of the emperor's control, like
Arbogast and Stilicho. However, there is no decisive change in military policy during this period, but
these commanders were dealt with as members of the traditional Roman command system.
Furthermore, many of the barbarians who were in imperial service accepted Christianity, Empire’s
religion, which facilitated their integration into the society of the Empire.
