Applying anthropology
in the development of former colonies

From the sixth to the eight decade of the twentieth century, horizontally integrated
and sector approach intermingled, and the renewed interest for the influence of devel-
opment on the poor in the second half of the seventies, brought about the larger than
ever engagement of anthropologists in developmental projects. In the twenties “sus-
tainable” became the credo for development, and for anthropologists, cultural ecolo-
gists and human rights representatives, sustainability meant the capability of the peo-
ple to preserve and maintained their mode of life.

The usual stance is that developmental anthropology as a profession is constituted
upon the general anthropology, and that one of its perspectives in relation to the de-
velopment planning arises from the understanding of the process of birocratic deci-
sion making and the use of profound knowledge of cultures, institutions and historical
trends in a particular country, as well as from the insights obtained from comparative
studies of comparable institutions in other countries. The objective is to arrive to an
unambiguous and anticipatory assessment of decisions-consequences relating to the
distribution of resources, and the foremost trait of such perspective is the focus on, in
a cultural pattern based, perceptions, goals, interests, strategies and organizations of
the planned clients and members of other groups, including the elite and the adminis-
trators, whose cooperation is a precondition of change. On the other hand, anthro-
pologists who reject such understandings of developmental anthropology, rebuff an
occidental view of development as a historical necessity.

L’application de 1’anthropologie dans le développement des
anciennes colonies

Des années cinquante aux années soixante-dix du 20° siécle, on a adopté tour a
tour une approche horizontalement intégrée et une approche sectorielle au dévelop-
pement ; & partir de la deuxiéme moiti¢ des années soixante-dix, avec le renouveau
d’intérét pour I’impact du développement sur les pauvres, les anthropologues se sont
engagés plus que jamais dans des projets de développement. Dans les années quatre-
vingt-dix, on s’est attaché a le devise du «développement durabley : par 1a, il faut
entendre la capacité des gens de maintenir et protéger leur mode de vie.

Le point de vue habituel consiste a affirmer que 1’anthropologie du développement
a ses fondement dans I’anthropologie générale, et que le rdle qu’elle a a jouer dans la
planification du développement se réduit a 1’examen du processus bureaucratique de
la prise des décisions, a la mise en ceuvre des connaissances approfondies sur la
culture, les institutions et les tendances historiques dans un pays donné, et a I’étude
comparative des institutions présentes dans de différents pays. Son objectif, c’est de
faciliter I’explication et d’anticiper les conséquences des décisions prises concernant
la distribution des ressources ; dans cette perspective, elle se focalise sur des percep-
tions, objectifs, intéréts, stratégies ancrés dans un modele culturel donné, ainsi que sur
I’organisation des utilisateurs désignés et de tout autre groupe dont la coopération
représente une condition préalable au changement, y compris les élites et
I’administration. En revanche, les anthropologues qui s opposent a une telle définition
de l'anthropologie du développement rejettent 1'interprétation occidentale du déve-
loppement, compris en termes de nécessité historique.
