IN-SERVICE TEACHER TRAINING IN THE AREA OF
PREVENTING UNDESIRABLE STUDENT'S BEHAVIOURS

Starting from the importance of the prevention of undesirable behaviours of stu-
Abstract dents in school, the paper considers the role of the teacher in the realization of the
preventive function of school and the need for in-service teacher training which can help teachers
to meet adequately the requirements of this segment of their educational work. The role of the
teacher in the prevention of undesirable behaviours is reflected in the totality of the teacher's be-
haviour, i.e. their attitudes towards the students and respect for individual characteristics, as well
as the selection of activities, methods and forms of work, etc. Considering the versatility of the roles
the teacher plays in the teaching process, in-service training in the prevention of undesirable be-
haviours requires the development of various competencies that can help teachers meet the needs
of the students (educational, emotional, social) adequately. The paper stresses areas and themes
for teacher training which can help teachers in their preventive activities, such as: awareness of
the developmental characteristics of children of different ages, the nature and mechanisms of
the emergence and development of undesirable behaviours, interpersonal relations between the
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teacher and students, possibilities and effects of the application of various didactic-methodolog-
ical solutions in the teaching process, etc.
