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ON ENDURANCE OF PAIN IN ANTIQUITY

This paper regards pain-control methods in Antiquity. Apart from
ascribing the occurrence of illness to a variety of deities and a number of
causes, the Greeks and the Romans found an array of ways to reduce
both physical and psychological pain. Numerous herbal opiates (poppy,
henbane, mandrake, hemlock) were used and rudimentary medical methods
(cauterization, amputation, surgery, herbal treatments) were implemented
in order to alleviate difficulties caused by illness, war injuries, childbirth,
etc. From a contemporary perspective, such medical practices were far
from great, though the same cannot be said for their psychological and
philosophical perception of the pain. The pivotal attitudes concerning this
subject, which can be found in the writings of the ancient authors, are
correct, imperishable and contemporary even in this day and age. This paper
focuses on pain endurance in Hellenistic and especially Roman philosophy;
medical viewpoint will be discussed briefly.
