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POZIV NA SUDJELOVANJE
CALL FOR PAPERS



Veliki odaziv na prvi znanstveni skup Socijalizam na kiupi. Kulturoloske i povijesne
interpretacije jugoslavenskoga i postjugoslavenskib drustava, koji je odrzan 5-7. prosinca
2013. u Puli u organizaciji CKPIS-a, pokazao je potrebu za uspostavljanjem
kontinuiteta okupljanja znanstvenika koji se bave kulturoloskim i povijesnim
aspektima ove teme. S gotovo stotinu sudionika iz raznih zemalja skup u Puli se
dijelom profilirao i kao generacijski i pokazao je kako metaforicki koncept
»vtacanja socijalizma na klupu® (kao teme na istrazivackom radnom stolu ili
studentskoj klupi, ali i, ovisno o interpretacijama, na optuzenickoj ili klupi za
rezervne igrace), moze biti okvir unutar kojega se odvija plodna akademska
komunikacija i istrazivacka razmjena. Izlaganja sa skupa objavljena su 2013. u
zborniku Socjalizam na klupi i 2014. kao temati u tri hrvatska znanstvena casopisa
(Casopis za suvremenn povijest, Historijski zbornik, Narodna umjetnosi). Centar za
kulturoloska i povijesna istrazivanja socijalizma zeli i s drugim znanstvenim
skupom nastaviti i kontinuirano razvijati praksu dvogodisnjih susretanja istrazivaca
koji se bave socijalizmom.

Drugi medunarodni znanstveni skup Socjalizam na kiupi s temom Socijalizam:
izgradnja i razgradnja zeli povezati socijalisticka i postsocijalisticka iskustva u
Europi te obuhvatiti jugoslavenske, postjugoslavenske i europske teme. Odrzava
se 2015. godine, na 70. obljetnicu uspostave socijalisticke Jugoslavije i na 25.
godisnjicu prvih viSestranackih izbora u jugoslavenskim republikama koje su
uskoro potom postale neovisne drzave. Godina 1945. i godina 1990. i u Sirem su
europskom povijesnom kontekstu oznacile pocetak uspostavljanja poratnih
drzavno-socijalistickih rezima i vrhunac procesa njihova urusavanja. Skup se stoga
fokusira na teme, Zarista i probleme koji se u Europi otvaraju pocetkom
komunisticke vladavine i uvodenjem socijalizma na nizu podruéja: od posebnosti
socijalistickoga drustvenog i ekonomskog modela, njegove unutarnje i vanjske
politike odredene postojanjem hladnoratovskih i unutarnjih ideoloskih neprijatelja,
do koncepta masovnosti i drustvene jednakosti, ideje o novome covjeku te
primjene nacela modernosti i odgovarajucih kulturnih politika. Pored usmjerenosti
na formativne procese i njihove razli¢ite artikulacije, od politickih do umjetnickih,
nas je cilj upozoriti i na slozenost pojava koje nastaju razgradnjom socijalizma.
Krecudi od pocetka osamdesetih godina, tzv. dekadentnog socijalizma i njegovih
sivih zona, gospodarske i drustvene krize, sve do uvodenja trzisnoga gospodarstva
i parlamentarne demokracije, raspada socijalistickih federacija te oblikovanja
koncepta ,tranzicije u devedesetima, razgradnja socijalizma takoder otvara
razlic¢ite istrazivacke teme. Razdoblje postsocijalizma i tranzicije s temama
kulturnih ,,zaostataka®, artikulacijama u novome kontekstu te reprezentacijama
socijalistickoga vremena u knjizevnosti, medijima, filmu i kulturi uopce takoder su
obuhvaceni temom razgradnje socijalizma.

Cilj je i ovoga skupa jacanje suradnje medu znanstvenicima, usmjeravanje na
istrazivacki i epistemoloski dijalog, uocavanje tematskih, metodoloskih i
interpretacijskih podudarnosti, ali i razli¢itih iskustava.
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Kotizacija nije predvidena. Sudionici sami snose trosak putovanja i smjestaja, a
osigurana su im dva dnevna obroka (rucak i vecera) i popust u preporucenom
hotelu. Ovisno o interesu sudionika, nakon skupa moguce je dogovoriti zajednicko
objavljivanje radova. Sluzbeni jezici skupa su hrvatski (i medusobno razumljivi
jezici) 1 engleski. Predvideno trajanje izlaganja je 15 minuta.

The great response generated by the firstInternationalconference organized by the CKPIS, titled
Socialism on the Bench. Cultural and Historical Interpretations of Yugoslav and
Post-Yugoslav Societies, and held in Pula, 5-7 December 2013, has demonstrated the
necessity to establish a continuity of meetings among scholars dealing with the cultural and
historical aspects of socialism. With almost one bundred participants, the conference in Pula also
became a generational academic gathering. The conference showed that the metaphorical idea of
“putting socialism on the bench” (on the researcher’s or student's desk, or, depending of the
researcher's interpretation, on the court bench or the substitutes’ bench) could constitute a
Sframework of productive academic dialogne and researchers’ exchange. Many conference papers
have been published in the book Socialism on the Bench in 2073 and in the special issues of
three Croatian academic journals in 2014 (Casopis za suvremenu povijest, Historijski
zbornik, Narodna umjetnost). With its second international conference, the Centre for
Cultural and Historical Research of Socialism wishes to pursue and enbhance the practice of
biannnal meetings among scholars who are focusing on the study of socialism.

The second International Conference Socialism on the Bench s centred on the theme
Socialism: Construction and Deconstruction and aims to connect socialist and post-
socialist experiences in Europe by including Yugoslav, post-Yugosiav and Enropean topics. It
will take place on the 70" anniversary of the establishment of socialist Y ugoslavia and on the
25" anniversary of the first multiparty elections held in Y ugoslav republics that were soon to gain
their independence. In a broader European historical context, 1945 stands as the year in which
post-war state socialist regimes were established, while 1990 marks the peak of their dissolution.
Thus, the conference will encompass the questions and problems that rose from the establishment

of communist power and from the introduction of socialism in Europe, such as, for instance, the
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particularities of socialist social and economic model, its domestic and foreign policies in relation to
its Cold War and internal ideological eneniies, the concept of mass and social equality, the idea of
the socialist ‘new man’ and the application of principles of modernity and its corresponding
cultural policies. Along with our focus on_formative processes and their various articulations, from
political to artistic, our aim is to emphasize the complexity of phenomena that emerge from the
dissolution of socialism. The demise of socialism opens up various research topics, ranging from
the economic and social crisis of the early 1980s, the so called decadent socialism and its grey
areas, to the introduction of market economy and of parliamentary democracy, which led to the
dissolution of the Yugoslav federation and other socialist federative states and to the emergence of
the concept of “transition” in the 1990s. The dissolution of socialism also includes its post-
socialist “remains” in the cultural sphere, particularly contemporary articulations of the new social
context and current representations of the socialist period in literature, media, film and culture.

The goal of the conference is to strengthen the communication and collaboration between scholars,
to enconrage research and epistemological dialogue, to perceive and discuss topical, methodological
and interpretational similarities, as well as different excperiences in the research of socialism.

There is no conference fee. Participants will have to arrange their own trip and accommodation.
Conference organizers will provide two main meals (dinner and supper) during the three days of
the conference and arrange a discount at the recommended hotel. Depending on the participants’
interest, it will be possible to agree on joint publication projects after the conference. The conference
langnages will be Croatian (and mutually understandable regional langnages) and English.
Presentation time is 15 minutes.

A 200 word proposal in Croatian or English and a brief CV” should be submitted by the 15 of
April 2015, Proposals can be submitted via e-mail to the following  address
ckpis.confi@gmail.com.

Petformance of commemorating / Performing heritage

A close look at commemorations with a focus on occurring performance shows
the decisive role of physical presence and activity of the body at the designated
sites for achieving their active influence in both geographical and symbolic
landscape. Commemorative sites can either be active sites of remembrance, or
conditionally “passive” sites of heritage, depending on the presence or the absence
of bodily action. Furthermore, this performativity defines commemorative events
and their spaces as simultaneously tangible, i.e. monumental, and intangible, i.e.
narration/ practice, heritage.

Based on the performance-based duality of commemorative events and their
spaces, this paper aims to explore the necessity and limitations of their dual
interpretation within heritage management practice, by using the monumental sites
of NOB (Peoples’ Liberation Struggle), as a case study. Several ethical dilemmas
can be detected and should be taken into a consideration. Firstly, if the initial
performance still exists, can a site be considered as heritage? And if yes, should
these sites be considered only tangible or intangible heritage, or the two are bound
to fuse? Furthermore, looking at the current changed narratives of these sites, is it
legitimate to ask who and why considers them as heritage? In order to address
these questions, this paper explores the two segments of commemorative events
dedicated to NOB — the commemorative performance and its changing narratives, with
emphasis on the manner of their heritagization.
